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Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of modern global processes that significantly affect
the transformation of the higher education system. Internationalization has become not only an integral
part of the continuous process of change in higher education, in fact, the processes of
internationalization of higher education have become an important determinant of the development
and reform of higher education. In the context of global transformations of the modern world,
international cooperation has become an important indicator of educational development, and
universities themselves are becoming global institutions, whose influence on the formation of
competitive advantages of the national socio-economic system is constantly increasing.

As the internationalization of higher education radically changes the place and role of
universities, there is a need to study and identify relevant trends that take into account the
transformations taking place at the national, regional and global levels and determined the purpose of
the scientific article.

To achieve this goal, general and special research methods were used, namely: methods of
analysis, abstraction and synthesis (in the study of trends that take into account both internal
transformations and global changes, and which determine the development of higher education);
