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Abstract. The study is focused on identifying features and changes in the dynamics of
development of the main economic indicators of Germany in recent years during the full-scale
invasion of Russia into Ukraine and determining the impact of the influx of migrants from Ukraine on
the German economy. The main purpose of the article is to identify and evaluate the socio-economic
consequences of the influx of migrants for the German economy. The results of the analysis of the
dynamics of the net inflow of migrants to Germany indicate that in 2022 it increased several times,
which is clearly related to the full-scale war of Russia against Ukraine. At the same time, already in
2023, the net inflow of migrants to Germany has almost halved compared to the previous year. The
results of the conducted research indicate that during 2022-2023, despite the large amount of aid to
Ukraine and the costs of maintaining Ukrainian refugees, a gradual decrease in the deficit of the
German state budget was observed. A similar trend was observed with the ratio of public debt to GDP
in Germany, which reached its maximum value in 2021 after significant budget expenditures to
overcome the consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic, and in 2022-2023, despite the costs
associated with Russia's aggression against Ukraine, the ratio of Germany's public debt to GDP
gradually decreased. Thus, it can be confidently asserted that the influx of Ukrainian refugees in 2022-
2023 did not lead to an increase in Germany's budget deficit and the ratio of its public debt to GDP.
The main factor that led to a drop in Germany's real GDP in 2023 was the high level of inflation,
which was caused by the introduction of anti-Russian sanctions in the EU countries in general and
Germany in particular, which significantly limited the volume of energy and raw material trade
between Russia and the EU with Germany, and forced German manufacturers to replace products
from Russia with more expensive goods from other regions of the world, in particular the USA. At the
same time, these economic losses of Germany from anti-Russian sanctions will contribute to reducing
the energy intensity of its economy in the future. The results of the study show that the influx of
Ukrainian migrants to Germany not only does not pose any financial, cultural and social risks for the
country, but, on the contrary, contributes to economic growth in Germany and a partial solution to the
demographic crisis.

POSITIONING OF UKRAINE IN MODERN INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION

Abstract. The article is devoted to the actual determination of Ukraine’s actual positioning in
modern migration processes. It was emphasized that due to the full-scale war, the number of Ukrainian
migrants around the world is constantly increasing, which leads to a decrease in the workforce in the
national labor market. It has been established that over the past 30 years there has been an increase in
emigration from Ukraine to middle-income countries, with a gradual increase in the flow to high-
income countries. It is summarized that high level of emigration or labor export create significant risks
for the effectiveness of socio-economic and socio-political transformations. For Ukraine this is
particularly relevant, because of the talents outflow, which has increased significantly during 2022-
2023. This will have a significant negative impact on society and economy.

Attention is drawn to the fact that besides the fact of high rates of emigration, Ukraine is also
one of the world's centers of attraction for migrants: before the full-scale invasion, there was a steady
increase in both labor immigrants and students, the majority of whom came to Ukraine from the post-
soviet countries of Central Asia, India and China. The expediency of restoring and supporting this
human flow for the post-war recovery of Ukraine has been determined.

An analysis of the employment indicators of Ukrainian refugees to the OECD countries was
carried out. It was determined that due to the introduction of special schemes and political measures in
most countries, Ukrainians got the opportunity to look for work at an earlier stage than other waves of
refugees. This led to extremely high employment rates among Ukrainian migrants in some European
countries.
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A general conclusion was made that at the current stage, Ukraine's participation in international
migration processes mainly increases the labor shortage in the national labor market due to the high
rate of emigration. The level of employment of Ukrainian migrants in Europe indicates a high degree
of their integration in a new place, which actualizes the issue of non-return. Attention was drawn to
the fact that for the effective functioning of the national labor market, Ukraine needs an up-to-date,
effective and professionally oriented migration policy that can ensure the effective post-war recovery
of the country's economy.

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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to solve the scientific task of identifying the features of
the European innovation and investment model of agrarian policy; consideration of the stages of the
European agricultural policy; highlighting factors of the potential of the agricultural sector of Ukraine
regarding its positioning on the world market; outline the vectors of the updated strategy for the
development of agrarian business in Ukraine based on the European innovation and investment model.

The methodological basis of the research is a set of methods of general scientific knowledge.
The method of historical-logical knowledge - when considering the stages of European agrarian
policy; the method of analysis and synthesis - when identifying the features of the European
innovation and investment model of agrarian policy; method of systematization and generalization -
when identifying factors of the potential of the agricultural sector of Ukraine regarding its positioning
on the world market; empirical methods of scientific knowledge - to outline the vectors of the updated
strategy for the development of agrarian business in Ukraine based on the European innovation and
investment model.

It has been found that it is advisable to consider the market of agro-food products as an
economic system that is subject to regulation in several aspects: as an institutional and organizational
unity of producers, consumers and infrastructure; as a set of relations where the state plays a
regulatory role between its constituents; as an economic and social institution, which is characterized
by the cyclicality of all stages of agricultural production, including the distribution, exchange and
consumption of agricultural products.

It is proven that the positioning of the country on the world market directly depends on the
situation at the national level (productivity and qualification of personnel, production process
technologies, investments, infrastructure development, use of scientific and technical achievements,
etc.). In order to achieve the goals outlined in the National Economic Strategy for the period until
2030 regarding the formation of a competitive agricultural sector of Ukraine, it is advisable to use the
experience of the EU SAP. However, using the potential of European integration requires significant
efforts to transform the agro-industrial sector based on the innovation-investment model.

It is substantiated that the main goal of the regulatory agrarian policy should be to ensure the
proper balancing of the interests of all participants in market agreements. Practically, this balancing is
achieved mainly with the help of two main components: regulation of the market of agro-food
products and development of rural areas, which involves provision of appropriate institutional
infrastructure.

It is argued that it is expedient to base the updated strategy of agricultural business development
in Ukraine on the European innovation and investment model.

The results of the study can be useful for the development of scientifically based
recommendations for the implementation of the innovation-investment model in agrarian policy.

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Abstract. The article raises the topic of the efficiency of implementing the concept of
sustainable development in the current conditions. Today, the issue of the war unleashed by Russia
against Ukraine is at the top of the agenda of the world political community. This is a destructive
large-scale phenomenon that can affect the economic, social and environmental aspects of public life
and, moreover, is classified as a force major, and therefore unpredictable, event. The outbreak of the
russian-Ukrainian war could only be assumed as one of the likely scenarios, and therefore this factor
was not taken into account in the development of national sustainable development strategies by the
UN member states that adopted the final document: “Transforming Our World: The 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development” back in 2015. If the war has a significant impact on the effectiveness of
achieving the Sustainable Development Goals on a global scale, the world’s states should adjust their
national strategies for socio-economic development or develop new ones in light of new realities to
ensure successful sustainable development.

The purpose of the study is to assess the impact of the Russian-Ukrainian war on the
achievability of the Sustainable Development Goals globally, and to identify the tasks for each of the
selected Goals, the implementation of which is significantly prevented by the war. The study used
such scientific methods as analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, abstraction,
forecasting, logical and statistical methods.

Based on a study of the literature on this topic, the author identifies the Goals that correlate with
the economic dimension of sustainable development.

The author analyzes the impact of war on the achievement of the Goals on a global scale, based
on reports and statistics on sustainable development from international organizations, as well as on the
study of economic literature on the relevant subject. The tasks of the studied Goals, the
implementation of which is prevented by the Russian-Ukrainian war, are identified. Based on the
conclusions drawn from the study, recommendations are made to improve strategic planning for
sustainable development at the state level in the current conditions.

Domestic departments of diplomatic activity cover all official connections and relations
of the state in the international arena, which are carried out by a special foreign policy
department and play a key role in the development of international cooperation. In our
country, this is the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, its diplomatic service, that is, the system of
work of diplomatic personnel in the central apparatus and abroad to implement the tasks of
state diplomacy. Diplomacy implements the general course of the state in international affairs,
its foreign policy in order to protect national interests.

Since the declaration of independence, Ukraine has sought to gain a legitimate place in
the European community. Poland, Hungary and Canada were among the first countries that
quickly welcomed Ukraine's independence. On the other hand, the United States was initially
disappointed by the collapse of its rival superpower (the Soviet Union). Thus, after the
collapse of the USSR, American politicians looked primarily at the Russian Federation as the
center of their foreign relations, while Ukraine acquired a secondary status. This behavior was
due to a number of reasons. First of all, we are talking about socio-political uncertainty in
Ukraine, long-term confrontation "at the top", as a result of which uncertainty is generated in
Ukrainian prospects. Secondly, not entirely consistent and effective steps to build a
democratic legal state, ineffectiveness of democratic forces.

Today, the United States of America attaches great importance to the successful
development of Ukraine as a modern democratic country with a developed market economy.
US policy is focused on ensuring the formation and strengthening of Ukraine as a democratic,
prosperous and safe state, more integrated into European and Euro-Atlantic structures. The
"Charter of Strategic Partnership between Ukraine and the USA" emphasizes the importance
of bilateral relations and means expanding cooperation in the areas of national defense,
security, economy and trade, energy security, democracy and cultural exchanges (Fig. 1).

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The USA granted Ukraine the status of a country with a market economy and canceled
the Jackson-Venick amendment. The amendment, which was introduced in 1974, applied to
countries with non-market economies and linked their trading status to an open immigration
policy, especially for individuals and groups of the Jewish faith.

A special event in Ukrainian-American relations was the agreements reached in the
Ukraine-USA Charter on Strategic Partnership, signed on December 20, 2008 [1]. The
document stated that the importance of relations as friends and strategic partners is
paramount, and cooperation is based on common values and interests. Democracy and
economic freedom are encouraged, as well as security and territorial integrity, the rule of law,
innovation and technological progress.

Characterizing the current foreign trade relations between Ukraine and the United States
of America, it should be noted that "they represent an important component of the foreign
economic activity of the two countries. In terms of the total volume of interstate operations in
the system of their foreign economic relations, trade occupies a leading place, including not
only traditional export-import operations, but also transactions for after-sales service of
delivered goods and operations in the field of international production specialization and
production cooperation™ [2] .

The USA is one of the most important participants in international economic relations, a
global actor in the field of international production and consumption, a leader in the level of
development of industry, agriculture, science and technology. The United States of America is
the world's largest importer, ranks second in the volume of exports of goods and services, and
is the leader in the volume of foreign direct investment. The US economy is one of the most
developed and diversified national economies in the world in the 21st century.

Despite the fact that the share of the United States in the structure of international trade
of Ukraine is relatively small, the effect of the United States is important. The economic
processes taking place in the USA have a tangible impact not only on Ukraine, but also on
many other national economies, which confirms the dominant position of the US economy in
the world and the importance of the multiplier effects of world trade.

A significant reduction in bilateral trade and economic cooperation was caused by
Russia's military invasion of Ukraine, the aggressor's annexation of part or all of our territory,
and the destruction of at least some infrastructure facilities and production facilities. The
actions of the Russian fleet in the Black and Azov seas restrained Ukrainian exports, which
also led to a reduction in the volume of domestic products.

The USA s the fifth largest partner of Ukraine in the import of goods and services.
The share of the United States of America accounts for 4.4% (683 million USD) of total
imports of Ukraine (Fig. 2). During the last five years, the balance of foreign trade in goods
between Ukraine and the USA remained negative. From 2019 to 2023, there is a tendency to
increase the volume of imports of goods from the USA, and in 2021 it reached more than 3.3
million dollars. USA.

In the geographical structure of foreign trade in goods, more than 62% of Ukraine's
exports and almost 52% of its imports are accounted for by EU member states, the share of
which eventually increased to 56%. In particular, this is due to the fact that, in the conditions
of war, Ukraine uses the free trade regime provided for by the deep and comprehensive free
trade zone, as much as possible, and also successfully uses such a tool to support the domestic
economy as the cancellation of EU trade restrictions on Ukrainian exports. However, the
United States of America should be considered as a potential sales market and business
partner for the Ukrainian economy.

The United States has been the primary provider of security assistance to Ukraine both
before and after Russia resumed its invasion of Ukraine on February 24, 2022. From 2014 to
mid-August 2022, the United States provided 15.5 billion dollars. security assistance This was
done to support the territorial integrity and security of Ukraine's borders and to improve its
interoperability with NATO. Since the start of the war in February 2022, the Biden
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administration has provided about $21 billion. security assistance in order to provide Ukraine
with equipment necessary for defense.

Today, US military aid to Ukraine amounts to billions of dollars and transports highly
qualified equipment, including non-lethal equipment. Currently, our state receives modern
weapons, starting with HIMARS and ending with ammunition and missiles. Thus, after the
start of the war, NATO forces are trying to help Ukraine with weapons and training for our
military. However, given the military power of Russia, the process of modernization of the
Armed Forces and transformation should not stop until the end of the war and the restoration
of territorial integrity.

Based on the fact that the USA will continue to promise to support the struggle for
democratic values, Ukraine should also take advantage of this, as it will give us the
opportunity to preserve our state sovereignty and have reliable protection from the aggressive
policy of Russia, which today poses the main threat to us[5].

It is obvious that "political competition, a free economy, and an efficient judicial system
are the strengths of American public policy, which allow the country to avoid stagnation in
the lives of its citizens, develop the economy, and attract and develop talent from around the
world[6]. If Ukraine builds its policy on similar political foundations and principles, the
chances of success will be great.

It should be noted that the main framework document that will set the direction of the
post-war recovery process of Ukraine is the Recovery and Development Plan of Ukraine.
Thus, in July 2022, the final declaration of the Conference on the Restoration of Ukraine was
adopted in Lugano. "In addition, all highly respected participants of the Conference supported
the creation of a coordination platform between the Government of Ukraine and all bilateral
and multilateral partners, organizations and international financial organizations for the
preparation and implementation of the plan. This declaration contains key principles that
determine the criteria and methods of recovery:

e partnership. Ukraine will lead the recovery process and implement it together
with international partners, including the USA;
focus on reforms;
transparency, accountability, rule of law;
democratic participation;
involvement of many stakeholders;
gender equality and inclusion;
e sustainable development” [7].

The recovery plan of Ukraine lays the foundations for the future reconstruction of the
national economy and is designed to create mechanisms for self-sustaining economic
development. However, a comprehensive analysis of this document indicates the presence of
certain contradictions and false orientations, which should be eliminated when finalizing the
Plan.

The economic recovery plan of Ukraine consists of six priority directions (Fig. 4),
which largely correspond to the country's basic needs both in the war and post-war periods.

After implementing effective economic measures during the war, Ukraine urgently
needs innovative solutions for both the recovery and modernization of the national economy.
Ukraine's desire for freedom and independence, combined with unprecedented global support
from partners, provides a unique opportunity to become a world leader in the field of
innovation and sustainable economic growth.

Conclusions. In modern conditions, international cooperation is a resource base for the
restoration of infrastructure, institutions, and the economy in order to overcome the
consequences of war. The scale and consequences of the war endanger the results of socio-
economic development of Ukraine, destabilize production, disrupt trade channels (including
exports), reduce investments and lead to an outflow of intelligence. As a result, GDP, state
budget revenues and the number of taxpayers decrease, unemployment and the price index
increase. The combined effect of these factors leads to a socio-economic crisis.

In the first years of independence, relations between Ukraine and the USA focused
mainly on political and humanitarian aid. An important milestone in these relations was the
accession of Ukraine to the programs of the IMF (International Monetary Fund) and other
international financial institutions, often with the assistance of the United States. It is obvious
that out of 194 countries of the world (192 UN members) (excluding Russia), 52 countries
support Ukraine, including 10 of them providing military, humanitarian and financial aid.
This shows that the entire civilized world is aware of Russia's threat to fundamental
democratic values, human rights and freedoms, world security and the global economy.

Military and political events in and around Ukraine had a significant impact on
economic relations with the United States. US assistance in security, anti-corruption and
reform support have become an important aspect of bilateral relations.

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Abstract. This article is devoted to determining the priorities and mechanisms of modernization
of the military-industrial complex strategies of NATO countries, taking into account new geopolitical
challenges. Russian aggression against Ukraine demonstrated new threats to Euro-Atlantic security,
which led to the need for the states of the North Atlantic Alliance to find mechanisms to strengthen
their ability to respond to these challenges.

The purpose of this article is to reveal the priorities and mechanisms for the modernization of
the MIC strategies of NATO countries in the conditions of modern geopolitical challenges.

A complex of methods was used to study this issue, namely: analysis and synthesis, empirical
and statistical analysis; comparative analysis; systematization. On the basis of the data of international
organizations, the vectors of development and modernization of the military-industrial complex of
NATO countries have been identified, taking into account the peculiarities of the war between Russia
and Ukraine.

The results of the study reveal the content and specifics of the implementation of the new
«Build Allied» strategy, which is aimed at strengthening and ensuring a more powerful industrial base
of the North Atlantic Alliance. It was determined that the mechanism for the development and
deepening of international strategic partnerships is a tool for the implementation of this ambitious task.
Industrial and technological collaboration of partners in the field of modern weapons production will
create prerequisites for the formation of flexible and efficient production and sales systems, adaptable
to both current and future global challenges. It was determined that quantum technologies can become
a special direction of prospective cooperation. They are able to make a unique contribution to the
development of the fields of computing and communication. These new technological and
management capabilities are determined by the fact that in modern conditions there are no close
analogues outside the Alliance, which can become a significant strategic advantage.

The theoretical significance of the study lies in the expansion of knowledge about the current
state of the military-industrial complex of NATO countries, highlighting its strengths and weaknesses,
opportunities and threats that it faces in the context of the war in Ukraine. The systematization and
disclosure of existing and proposed mechanisms for the modernization of MIC strategies can serve as
a basis for further analysis of the influence of external factors on the modernization processes in the
strategic sectors of the economy of the Alliance states. The practical value is determined by the search
for new regulatory mechanisms to strengthen NATQO’s position in the international arena considering
to the aggravation of geopolitical rivalry in the context of the war between Ukraine and the Russian
Federation.

Prospects for further research can be seen in the determination of effective strategies for the
development of the domestic military-industrial complex, mechanisms for the integration of domestic
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enterprises into international production and distribution networks of military products with the
participation of NATO member states, which is one of the key factors in Ukraine’s victory in the war
with the Russian Federation.
