THE LEARNING OUTCOME IN THEORY AND PRACTICE OF TEACHING
THE UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE FOR PROFESSIONAL PURPOSES

Abstract. The article examines the theoretical and practical aspects of learning outcomes formulation taking into account
the global educational tendencies. The aim of the article is formation of theoretical understanding of the end result of studying
the «Ukrainian Language for Professional Purposes» course at pedagogical institutions of higher education. For achievement
of the goal, a set of smaller tasks have been outlined: determination of the functional load of preliminary formulation of
learning outcomes; clarification of indicators of skillfully formulated learning results; comparative analysis of programmatic
results of studying the «Ukrainian Language for Professional Purposes» discipline in educational programmes of selected
institutions of higher education and assessment of their conformity to the aims of the educational programme of the course.

A set of methods has been used in the research process: theoretical — the method of reflexive and comparative analysis
(to clarify the essence of the concept «learning outcomes»); the methods of visualisation and generalisation (to determine
the indicators of clearly formulated learning results and to construct matrices); the methods of mathematical and statistical
processing (to form the understanding of the potential of the «Ukrainian Language for Professional Purposes» course, which
has been shown in the programmatic outcomes of learning).
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On the basis of structural differences between the educational aims and learning results, the necessity of clear formulation

of the latter has been emphasized and their functional load has been determined. The indicators of clearly formulated learning

outcomes have been defined: student orientation; conformity with the aims of the educational programme; concentration

on products of learning; clearness of formulation; quantitative conformity with the content and resources of the discipline;
realism; suitability for measurement and assessment.

Quantitative and qualitative analyses of programmatic outcomes of learning in educational programmes of selected
pedagogical institutions of higher education have been performed. As a result, certain inaccuracies in their formation and
necessity of specification of the evaluated learning outcomes at the level of each discipline have been detected.

EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE OF PRIMARY SCHOOL TEACHERS

Abstract. The reorientation of the modern Ukrainian school from knowledge to competence is aimed at forming in
students’ life experience, necessary knowledge, skills and values important for successful implementation in a rapidly
changing society. The concept of the New Ukrainian School proclaims personality-oriented learning, which is focused not on
the usual acquisition of knowledge, but on the formation of the child's personality, his character, and attitude to the world.
The purpose of modernizing the education system is to transfer the vector of knowledge from the external world of the child,
created by nature and man, to master the processes of interaction with this world, understanding the meanings of their own
activities. Therefore, the scientific substantiation of the process of preparing teachers for the implementation of the tasks of
the New Ukrainian School, in particular in the aspect of the development of such a personal quality of students as emotional
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intelligence, becomes especially relevant. The article reveals the essence of emotional intelligence as a psychological and
pedagogical phenomenon, the requirements for emotional intelligence of primary school teachers and the peculiarities of
its development in modern teachers. Different definitions of the concept of "emotional intelligence” are highlighted and its
essence and structure are generalized in accordance with the professional activity of a primary school teacher, the emotional
components of professional competencies of a primary school teacher are determined. The results of the analysis of the
professional standard "Primary school teacher of general secondary education” and the Standard educational program for
professional development of teachers in self-education of teachers for the development of emotional intelligence of teachers
are presented. It was concluded that the obligatory work function of a teacher is the need to self-assess and identify the
strengths and weaknesses of their own pedagogical activities, including its emotional component.

PEDAGOGICAL ASPECTS OF FORMATION
OF VALUABLE ATTITUDE TO HEALTH

Abstract. The article gives a reflective and analytical analysis of preschool education institutions™ activities under social changes
considering a number of aspects connected with management process development and effectiveness. The research emphasizes
the fact that the strategic goal of the education system is qualitative changes brought about by social and informational demands
that require an introduction of the competency-based approach to the management process both at the level of authorities and
practitioners. Such changes encourage a head teacher in personal goal setting, creativity and critical thinking, self-organization
and self-improvement in staff and institution management.

The paper defines the difficulties arising from differences between the latest management models and stereotypes that
have developed over the decades and are a tradition. According to the traditional approach, the main goal of education is the
formation of a harmoniously developed, community-minded personality characterized by spiritual wealth, moral purity and physical
perfectness. The competency-based approach involves reorientation to the creation of conditions to meet citizens, society and
the labor market's needs for quality education in order to update the education structure and content and to form a continuing
education or lifelong learning system.

We conducted a pilot study aimed at the quality assessment of educational institutions™ activities according to the following
criteria: sanitary and hygienic conditions; life protection; strategic planning of a preschool education institution’s activities;
preschool teachers’ professional growth and professional development; assistance provided to a preschool teaching staff by a
head teacher and a counselor; methodological work, etc.

We claim addressing the following issues to require continuous monitoring by preschool institution authorities: facilities
available in an institution and the strategic planning of its activities (since not always collegial decisions are made together with
a preschool teaching staff); opportunities for preschool teachers® professional growth and continuing professional development,
their scheduled and unscheduled qualification; providing assistance to them by a head teacher and a counselor.

The paper concludes that the preschool institution authorities® managerial activity relying on the competency-based approach
requires the following: the creation of conditions for preschool teachers’ continuous professional competence development,
taking into account their personal needs, state requirements and societal demands; creation of a favorable psychological climate,
an atmosphere of creative cooperation among a preschool teaching staff; discussions with educators on the need to develop and
implement a quality management system at an institution starting from identifying components (requirements) according to which
a continuous process of educational quality improvement will take place.

QUALITY ASSURANCE SYSTEM OF THE UNIVERSITY EDUCATION IN AUSTRIA

Abstract. The article deals with the analysis of specificity of modern quality assurance system of the university education in Austria
based on the historical and pedagogical research. According to the aim and objectives of the research, the authors used theoretical
and applied research methods (descriptive, statistical, comparative, analytical, generalisation, interpretation, logical, structural,
systemic methods, induction, deduction; interviews, polls, questioning). In the article, the methodology of the analysis of education
quality assurance in Austrian universities has been presented. The authors highlight theoretical and methodological fundamentals of
the process of quality assurance of the university education in the country under research. The authors analyse quality assurance
of the university education in Austria according to the structural and functional model. This model comprises conceptual (concepts
that underlie the quality assurance of university education), goal setting (goals and plan for their implementation), instrumental
(mechanisms: professional, educational and cultural standards, system of conferring of educational qualification levels and scientific
degrees; quality management; accreditation, assessment, ISO standards, overall quality management) and assessing components.
It has been found out that the system of quality assurance of university education in Austria is being implemented in three stages:
programming (analysis of the current situation, adopting of fundamental standards, clear definition of quality, its purpose, activity
directions, choice of tools), implementation (choice of mechanisms, standards, ways of quality assurance, quality management;
ISO standards, overall quality management, spheres of implementation (R&D, academic process, internal services, professional
development of employees), evaluation (programs, evaluation techniques, indicators of success; types of evaluation (indirect,
traditional, non-traditional, content-oriented, organizational and structural). The authors present the classification and characteristics
of university education quality research resources in Austria. They characterise the contemporary tendencies of the development of
the system of university education quality assurance as well as analyse and compare European and Austrian qualification standards.
The authors present conclusions and substantiate the necessity for further studies.

INTRODUCTION

At the beginning of the 21st century, special attention is paid to the role of the university in the knowledge
society (Mukan, Havrylyuk, & Stolyarchuk, 2015). An increasing interest in higher education quality assurance has
been developed in latest years. Recent evidence suggests that quality assurance is based on the concept of higher
education as main recourse for qualified specialists training, an increase of labour productivity and competition level
on the international labour market. Hence, the state investment in higher education development has been increased.
This demands to raise the accountability level of universities, which offer educational services, improvement of the
effectiveness of their R&D as well as stimulation of innovative activity that is measured with the mechanisms and
procedures of quality assurance system in higher education.

There is an urgent need to address the modernization of Ukrainian education according to European requirements
as far as Ukraine has implemented the policy aimed at the integration into European educational and scientific space.
According to the ratified Ukraine — European Union Association Agreement, the strategy of cooperation in scientific
and education area, and in youth policy is being developed. It requires reformation of higher education, updating of
its content and operational components, directing, and enhancing the quality of future professionals training. These
outlined tasks require the introduction of quality assurance system in educational sector with the purpose to approach
Ukrainian higher education to European standards, the creation of conditions for strengthening cooperation between
state authorities, business, and higher educational establishments for further training of competitive human capital,
which will promote high-tech and innovative development of the country. It is necessary to develop the concept
of quality assurance in education, the usage of appropriate mechanisms of its realization, as well as transparent
procedures of quality assessment of educational services, provided by Ukrainian universities.

Quality assurance system of higher education comprises subsystems of internal and external quality assurance, which
are being developed both by universities and educational management at the national level. It is necessary to clarify, that
developed European countries have relevant experience in solving the problem of higher education quality assurance.
Austria is one of the leaders of European higher education space, where the level of youth unemployment is the lowest and
higher education has a consistently high rating in Europe (Hernanz, & Jimeno, 2017). Questions are mainly emphasized on
high professional competence and creativity of specialist and his/her spiritual, social, multicultural development.

The analysis of scientific and pedagogical literature reveals that scientists all over the world research various
aspects of higher education quality assurance in developed countries (Manatos, Sarrico, & Rosa, 2017). A great
deal of previous research into the problem of quality assurance has focused on education and educational services
(Goeudevert, 2002; Keller, 2014). Different theories exist in the literature regarding higher education modernisation
(Erkkilg, & Piironen, 2014; Tight, 2014); social, political, economic aspects of higher education (Altbach, Gumport,
& Berdahl, 2011); higher education quality in the international context (Bernhard, 2012); quality of higher education
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(Bryson, 2016; Chen, Chen, & Padry, 2017). There is a large volume of published studies describing the quality
assurance of higher education (Rosa, & Teixeira, 2014).

Pettersen study mechanisms and tools of quality assurance in university education (Pettersen, 2015). Mehta,
Verma, and Seth (2013) analyse total quality management. Blanco-Ramurez and Berger (2014), Jansen, Rosewell,
and Kear (2017) research various aspects of universities’ accreditation. Asif and Raouf (2013) analyse the quality of
university academic process.

The results of research database analysis, as well as Ukrainian experience study, show the contradictions between dynamic
development of higher education system and insufficient development of regulatory and legal, organizational, scientific and
methodical support of university education quality assurance; the need for quality assurance of Ukrainian higher education
and discrepancy of procedures of its realizations both on state and university level; the objective need for a comprehensive
analysis of productive ideas of foreign experience of university education quality assurance and fragmentariness of its study
in Ukrainian pedagogical theory and practice; the need for higher education system of Ukraine restructuring and the need for
forecasting trends in its development on the basis of comprehension of the foreign experience and achievements.

So, the objective need in studying pedagogical phenomena which are typical for developed countries and searching
the possibility for the application of the best results of Austrian experience has specified the topic of our research.

THE AIM AND RESEARCH TASKS

The analysis presented in this article is drawn from a broader qualitative study, examining the quality assurance
system of the university education in Austria. Thus, the aim of the article is to present the research results. According
to the aim we have defined the objectives, namely: to present the research methodology and historiography of the
problem under research as well as to conduct analysis of the key research notions and categories; to determine the
specificity of the Austrian university education development according to the tendencies of European higher education
space formation; to characterise the modern system of university education quality assurance in Austria.

RESEARCH METHODS

According to the aim and objectives of our research, we used theoretical and applied research methods. There are
several theoretical instruments, namely descriptive, statistical and comparative methods, available for studying the specificity
of university education in Austria as well as in Ukraine. We used the analytical method for data collection, generalisation,
and interpretation of theoretical and applied aspects of university education quality assurance. The logical method offered
an effective way to reveal a mechanism for determining the set of notions in the sphere of quality assurance in university
education. The study used structural and systemic methods to gain the insights and components of the system as well as
their interrelations. We used induction and deduction to generalise the gathered theoretical and factual materials.

We have used applied methods, namely interviews with educators from University of Graz (Austria), polls and
questioning of teachers etc. for gaining raw pedagogic materials.

The methodology of our research dedicated to the problem of comparative pedagogy resulted in the study
of its subject based on the complex of theories, concepts, approaches which are used in pedagogy, philosophy,
psychology, and economics. We emphasize on the use of systemic, complex, personal and activity-based, axiological,
monographic, logical, historical, content approaches. The use of the structural and functional model of the quality
assurance system of Austrian university education developed based on theses presented in the scientific works of
Hulscher and Pasternack (2008) underlie the methodology of the research.

RESEARCH RESULTS

According to the structural and functional model, the system of quality assurance in university education of Austria
comprises several components: conceptual, goal setting, instrumental, and assessing.

There is some uncertainty about the terminology. The terms “education” and “educational service” are commonly
used notions and yet these are concepts difficult to define precisely because of their social, philosophical, economic,
pedagogical aspects. While a variety of definitions of the term “educational service” have been suggested, we determine
the main characteristics of educational service. Among them, we outline imperceptibility or low degree of perceptibility;
inseparability from the source of the service; changeability of the educational services quality; impossibility to conserve
educational services. It should be mentioned that educational services are characterised by specific features among
which there are collective consumption, the absence of a direct money equivalent, the simultaneous rendering and
encouraging of spiritual values, careful attention of the society to the educational sphere, impossibility to resale etc.

Although differences of opinions still exist, there appears to be some agreement that “quality of education” refers
to multidimensionality (poly-aspect) and multiple factors; dependence of the quality definition on different points
of view, aspects of consideration of the educational system; interconnection with the goals of educational system
functioning; the achievement of specific educational goals, which is a characteristic feature of quality. It is worth
mentioning that quality level measurement involves the specialists of the educational area, consumers of educational
services, and authorities, which carry out its financing, employers. So, the quality of education is a grading category.

The retrospective analysis of the Austrian university education development and functioning has shown that the
number of innovative steps in the field of higher education was minimal and university traditions have not been lost.
The situation has changed only after Austria became the member of the European Union.

It is important to bear in mind that Austrian universities function according to the basic principles of the Bologna
Declaration. The entry of Austria into the Bologna Process has contributed to the strengthening of the requirements
for the national system of education quality assurance, as well as to the search for mechanisms of internal quality
assurance of educational establishments’ activities. It has been found that the Law “On University” (2002) marked the
new stage in the development of the Austrian system of university education. Nowadays, universities are guided by the
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principles of freedom of learning, the interconnection between scientific research and education, freedom of teaching,
the active students’ participation in issues related to education, internationalism, the active interaction of university
staff, gender equality, social equality of chances, and consider the needs of people with special needs. The Law
defines the obligation of the development and improvement of the quality assurance system of Austrian universities.

Recent research has suggested that the Agency for Quality Assurance and Accreditation Austria (AQAA) (2014), which
was established in 2004, plays the main role in assuring the quality of university education. Successfully cooperating with
corresponding international organizations the agency certifies the efficiency and effectiveness of the internal system of
quality management in universities and promotes their further development and improvement with the help of audit.

We distinguish the ways of reforming Austrian university education, which synchronize with contemporary
international trends of the development of quality assurance system in university education (drawing attention of
governments and international organizations to the problems of ensuring access to education, the graduation and
further employment in growing competition on the international labour market and the need to reduce spending on
the training of highly skilled professionals; the spread of globalization processes, which stimulate universities and
governments to ensure the quality of university education and demonstrate its ability to provide it; support of the
internal European market through the free circulation of goods, services and labour), which underlie both European
and Austrian qualification standards.

There is the evidence to suggest that the main reform directions of university education in Austria expect to increase
the mobility of students and teachers. The current study kept track of the development of a clear and comparable
system of documents and education completion according to the three-cycle system of studying (bachelor, master,
and doctor degree). We found that there is the evidence of the successful implementation of the European Credit
Transfer and Accumulation in the Austrian university education as well as the introduction of the modular training
system. Austrians introduced the double degree programs and developed the lifelong learning system, considering
the social dimensions of education. It is interesting to note the development of national qualifications framework and
effective education quality assurance system. In particular, the Agency for Quality Assurance and Accreditation Austria
was established and registered in the European register of agencies for higher education quality assurance (Agentur
fir Qualitatssicherung und Akkreditierung Austria, 2017).

As it is mentioned above, the system of quality assurance in Austrian university education comprises several
components: conceptual, goal setting, instrumental, and assessing. The assessing component comprises such
structural components as determining of education quality level, development of quality and assessing the quality of
education. The goal-setting component covers defining the goals of education quality and drawing up an appropriate
action plan. The conceptual component encompasses the concepts that underlie the implementation of education
quality assurance and specific tools for education quality assurance. The instrumental component involves appropriate
tools and mechanisms for quality assurance in university education of Austria.

Regarding the evaluation, target, conceptual components of the quality assurance of the Austrian university
education, we have analysed the plans of the development of several Austrian universities, in particular, Karl-Franzens
University of Graz, Danube University Krems, University of Innsbruck, Medicine University of Graz, Paris Lodron
University of Salzburg, etc.

The use of qualitative case-study gave us the possibility to assume that the assessing component of the quality
assurance system of university education in Austria is highlighted in the strategic plans of university development and
involves the analysis of current situation and indicators of quality assurance (input). This comprises the introduction of
the total culture of quality that is a part of the university’s intellectual capital, corresponding changes in the university’s
strategy, optimization of all management processes, improvement of external communications, development of criteria
system for assessing the quality of work of various departments and individual officials.

The current study has found that the goal setting component is a refinement of the strategic objectives of university
quality management, which includes the development of effective organizational structure, development of the plan for
the specific goal and objectives implementation, and the selection of appropriate tools for their achievement. The most
obvious finding to emerge from the analysis is that establishing of specific goals in achieving quality indicators is based
on an elaborate structure, responsibility of staff members, continuous monitoring and evaluation, interconnections at
all levels. This enhances the optimization of existing tools for achieving quality, the intensive exchange of information
and clarification of goals, actions and specific indicators, activation of employee participation in quality development
(quality structure), improving the relationship between individual quality assurance tools as well as the implementation
of planned measures in the framework of the quality audit.

Another important finding was that the conceptual component involves formulating of the concept of the university
activities (development), namely, the set of key provisions defining the general direction of its functioning. The
results of this study indicate that conceptual component of the quality assurance system at Austrian universities is
oriented towards the general principles of quality management (Hajrizi, 2012) and international standards in the field
of quality assurance in higher education. It refers to such areas of the university activities as scientific research (to
ensure the quality of the educational process and increase the competitiveness of the university in the national and
international educational services market). On the question of teaching and studying, this study found the massive
support of students in the educational process, improvement of the content of the educational process, assessment,
and improvement of the organization of teaching and studying, new ideas and concepts for improvement and further
development of teaching quality. We should note the professional development of scientific and pedagogical staff of
universities as an important aspect of the conceptual component. With respect to previous findings, it was found that
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Austrian universities embrace administrative (the system of strategic goals of the university, the processes of their
development and the plan of achievement), financial (effective use of university funds, obtaining of external financing
through the system of grants) as well as social and culture infrastructures.

The results of this study indicate that the most important mechanisms for quality assurance and management of
university education in Austria are as following: audit (partner assessment, i.e. universities evaluate their own management
systems and put forward recommendations for their improvement), university accreditation (assessment of universities
and their curricula for compliance with certain criteria), evaluation (examination of university activities according to specific
criteria and estimating the level of its competitiveness in the education service market), system of educational levels and
scientific degrees provided, universities ranking (determining the position of the university according certain indexes in
the education service market) (Millot, 2015), system of quality management of education (instrumental component). The
audit is carried out by an independent quality assurance agency to evaluate the management system and put forward
recommendations for its improvement. In Austria, private universities, the courses of which provide for a recognized
educational qualification level, are accredited by the Austrian Quality Assurance and Accreditation Agency on a regular
basis. One interesting finding is that Austrian universities use reflection to assess their own activities. This process involves
tracking the changes in the dynamics according to separate indicators and progress in achieving the university goals.

It is interesting to note that the system of educational qualification levels and scientific degrees in Austria has its own
specifics, and rating is an integral part of the educational system of the country. The analysis of the positions of Austrian
universities in such world rankings of higher educational establishments as Academic Ranking of World Universities, the
Times Higher Education World University Rankings, the QS World University Rankings, and others has been carried out.

According to the Austrian higher education regulatory framework, each university establishes its own quality
management system and provides the mandatory verification of its functioning involving independent experts, quality
control of various university activities results, conducting monitoring of compliance with educational standards with a
focus on transparent international criteria of the external evaluation of university functioning.

The results of this study suggest that there is no confident interpretation of the concept “quality of education”.
At the same time the quality of university education is based on the close integration of philosophical, pedagogical,
economic, sociological concepts and approaches that are used to characterize the significance of the category
“quality” (quality as absolute assessment, quality as a property of the product, quality as a correspondence to the
purpose; quality as a correspondence to the value; quality as a correspondence with standards; quality as a level of
satisfaction of consumer demands). The use of these approaches provides the possibility to define its specificity in
the educational field, especially its multiple-factor and multidimensional nature, dependence of its definition on the
existence and functioning of interconnected components of the higher education system, the interrelation with its
purpose and tasks as well as involvement of the educators, education services consumers, education authorities,
employers in the definition of its level, education quality grading.

The study has confirmed the main ways of reforming university education in Austria, according to the trends
typical for the process of the European Higher Education Area formation (focusing the attention of Governments
and international organizations to the problem of ensuring the availability of education, its completion and further
employment in the face of growing competition in the international labour market and the need to reduce spending
on the training of highly skilled specialists; the spread of globalization processes, which prompt universities and
governments to ensure the quality of university education and demonstrate the ability to provide it; support for the
internal European market through the free circulation of goods, services and labour). Firstly, Austria created the
national contact centre of the Bologna process and harmonized its national legislation with the European one in the
field of higher education. Secondly, the country under research created the National agency for quality assurance and
accreditation as well as established the network communication for development of cooperation in ensuring the quality
of education. In addition to these activities, there is the evidence of the wide support of reforms by universities in the
context of the European Higher Education Area trends.

The results of this study indicate that the strengthening of the requirements for the national system of education
quality assurance and the use of mechanisms of the internal quality assurance of educational services of universities
(Cardoso, Rosa, Videira, & Amaral, 2017) has been predetermined by the accession of Austria to the Bologna
Declaration. According to the structural and functional model, the system of quality assurance in Austrian university
education covers conceptual (concepts that underlie the quality assurance of university education), goal setting (goals
and plan for their implementation), instrumental (mechanisms: professional, educational and cultural standards,
system of conferring of educational qualification levels and scientific degrees; quality management; accreditation,
assessment, ISO standards, overall quality management) and assessing components. It has been found out that the
system of quality assurance of university education in Austria is being implemented in three stages: programming
(analysis of the current situation, adopting of fundamental standards, clear definition of quality, its purpose, activity
directions, choice of tools), implementation (choice of mechanisms, standards, ways of quality assurance, quality
management; ISO standards, overall quality management, spheres of implementation (R&D, academic process,
internal services, professional development of employees), evaluation (programs, evaluation techniques, indicators
of success; types of evaluation (indirect, traditional, non-traditional, content-oriented, organizational and structural).

The evidence from this study suggests the broad usage of different tools to provide quality of education in modern
Austrian universities. Among them, we outline traditional ones — professional communication, examination, reputation
and social monitoring, didactics of higher education, the system of knowledge monitoring, autonomy, and scientific
freedom, reporting etc. There are tools close to higher education sphere — assessment based on index system,
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the system of reporting and monitoring, rating, accreditation, librametrix, students polling). The Austrian universities
widely use transferred from other areas instruments and algorithms of external and internal mechanisms to provide
university education quality. Among them, we outline quality audit, certification focused on the success of recourse
division system, benchmarking, motivation, knowledge management etc.

CONCLUSION AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH

We presented the results of the study, dedicated to examining the quality assurance system of the university
education in Austria. The present study was designed to present the research methodology and historiography of the
problem under research and to conduct the analysis of the key research notions and categories. We determined the
specificity of the Austrian university education development according to the trends of European higher education
space formation. The results of our research highlight the specificity of the system of quality assurance which
comprises conceptual, goal setting, instrumental, and assessing components.

The findings of our study complement those of earlier ones and provide valuable insights into the problem under
research. But there is the evidence that further studies need to be carried out to validate the detailed insights into the
quality assurance system in the Austrian university education and its impact on the efficacy of university development.

INTERACTIVE METHODS OF TEACHING ENGLISH IN A SUMMER CAMP

Abstract. The article deals with the problem of interactive methods introduction in the process of teaching English in
summer camps with the programs of realization the tasks of recreation, recovery and learning English. The author gives an
outline of the main tasks and types of interactive activities which are popular in a summer camp to reinforce autonomy and
motivation of children. All the examples given in the article were introduced in the summer camp “Forest song”, Yakymivka
district Zaporizhzhia region by the members of international organization AISEC. Brainstorming technique, pair work, role play,
quests, mingle tasks, project work, outdoor games are the most popular interactive tasks and activities in a summer camp.
Interactive tasks and activities are considered as effective methods to improve the quality of foreign language teaching and
learning. Besides, the role of the interactive methods of teaching is stressed as to their positive effect not only at language
competence but some personal characteristics and interrelations within a group of children as well. Interactive methods
enable not to forget that every learner is unique and brings to the process of education his/her personal opinion, point of
view and attitude. Interactive classes have atmosphere of educational interaction between a learner and an educator that,
in its turn; effects positively at the quality of learning English language. Interactive methods of teaching English in a summer
camp with foreign volunteers, capable to remove communication barriers, help to overcome psychological discomfort, raise
self-assessment, improve memory and creative way of thinking, develop respect for the representatives of different cultures,
tolerance and ethical behavior.

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INTRODUCTION

According to European Council recommendations and educational program demands of communicative
competence of students set the goals of getting skills of expressing their own point of view in logic and consistent
way. Students should learn how to agree or disagree with the opponent in polite and proper way.

Introduction of interactive methods of teaching English will help to make the process of education more effective
and perfect.

Analysis of current research. There are a lot of research and scientific works of Ukrainian and foreign
methodologists, scientists and linguists about effectiveness of interactive methods of teaching (Dziuba L.A., Kots’
M.O., Borzova Ye.V., Nikolaieva S.Y., Brown D., Karel L.). All these methodologists and scientists have proved that
interactive methods of teaching English are capable to remove communication barriers, help with psychological
discomfort, raise self-assessment, improve memory and creative thinking. The aim of classes with interactive methods
of teaching English is to organize comfortable atmosphere where every student feels his/her success and necessity;
the process when a student and a teacher are equal entities of education.

The aim of the article is to prove that interactive activities in the process of learning and teaching English play
one of the main roles for making this process cognitive, exciting and effective one.

Atmosphere of interaction enables to become a real leader to a teacher among his or her students. A teacher
should organize the work of children in a way that they would like to be initiative participants. Using interactive
methods change the role of a teacher. Now a teacher is an advisor, partner, coordinator, and a student becomes a
rightful participant of education process. The main requirement to interactive methods application is creativity of a
teacher that will provide nonstandard, effective and interesting classes.

Formulation of the task. Interactive learning is learning based on theories of learning expressed by a number
of educational psychologists, for example, Erickson. His ideas were realized in the program called super learning.
This program is based on the studies which indicate that learning and retention are maximized when a learner is in
a state of relaxation and when material is presented through a variety of learning modalities. It has been found that
maximal learning occurs when information is taken through a variety of senses and is best integrated when used as
an experience during the learning process. Based on these theories the teachers of English are encouraged to create
and present classes involving interactive learning (Bobkov V., 2002, p. 23).

There are a lot of types of interactive activities for little kids, teenagers and adult learners. The teachers can choose
specific interactive activities for their learners taking into account the age, interests, level of English, even emotional
state. Using interactive methods of teaching English in the classroom has some psychological barriers and restrictions.
Usually, in the classroom the learners are afraid of making mistakes, misunderstanding; getting bad mark, to making fun
of themselves. The teacher should create the atmosphere of confidence among the learners. The learners should relax
and believe in their success. The atmosphere of summer camps is ideal for realizing the goals of interactive classes.
Attending English classes in the camp the children can relax and enjoy the process of learning English. They know that
they will not get bad marks for their mistakes, their parents are far away and attending classes is not compulsory.

RESEARCH METHODS AND RESULTS

Nowadays there are a lot of summer camps with English learning programs in Ukraine. The greatest advantage
of these programs is teaching English with native speakers or volunteers from different countries. Besides, the
atmosphere of summer camps is ideal for informal communication. Everyday classes with foreign volunteers and
interactive activities help children to overcome language barrier and become fluent users of English.

It is not a secret that in a summer camp children would like to relax that is why not all interactive methods are good
for realizing there. My experience of teaching English in the summer camp proves that the most popular and famous
interactive activities among children and teenagers are the following:

- brainstorming;

- mingle;

- role play;

- project work;

- quests;

- outdoor games;

- pair work.

All the above mentioned interactive activities have different goals, tasks, approaches and methodology of teaching.

Brainstorming is an activity used to generate ideas in small groups. The purpose is to generate as many ideas as
possible within a specified period of time. There are a lot of brainstorming activities but, as it was mentioned above, not
all interactive activities are good for summer camps. The examples of the most famous among children are the following:

Our friend Fred

Language focus: daily routines using verbs make, do, take, have and get in Present Simple.

Level: Upper beginner to intermediate.

Number of students needed: two or more.

Task: to talk about a typical day in the life of “Fred”. Write the verbs make, do, take, have and get on the board. Let
the children call out the verbal phrases and/ or combinations they know. Write their suggestions under the appropriate
verb. Then with each child in turn, describe Fred’s day.

Then children work in pairs or small groups and describe their daily routines to one another (Dzhennifer L., Lebedev
R., 2001, p. 31).
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Language focus: describing physical appearance (eyes, hair, height, weight, etc.)

Level: Upper beginner to intermediate

Number of students needed: an even number

Task: to describe the appearance of “Messy Mel” or “Neat Natalie” to one’s partner. Each student has a blank
sheet of paper. Student A must describe and draw one of the characters in as much detail as possible in two minutes.
Student B must listen carefully and draw the character according to the description. Student B must not look at
Student A’s drawing. When the task is complete, the partners may compare drawings (Dzhennifer L., Lebedev R.,
2001, p. 36).

There are some variations of this activity with describing clothing, body positions, and prepositions of position.

Mingle tasks are an effective way to involve students actively in communicative interactions and increase their talking
time. A mingle is an activity where a student approaches a class or a group mate, talks for a while, and then moves on to
speak to another one. The distinctive features of a mingle activity are that all the students work simultaneously, in pairs
or small groups, and switch from one class(group) mate to another while speaking, listening, and taking notes. Face-to-
face interaction with at least a few other students is the principal goal (Borzova E., 2014, p. 20). During mingle tasks the
teacher cannot control every student and usually focuses on those who need special support.

There are three types of mingle tasks. All of them have different goals. For example, form-focused mingles help learners
practice grammar and vocabulary in simple situations with a focus on communicative functions, such as asking for advice,
expressing regret, or making suppositions (Borzova E., 2014, p. 23). This type of mingle activity is very popular among
the children in the summer camp. The example of such type of mingles is the task “Find someone who ..."” (Sarkisian V.,
Pylypenko, K., Hartigan R., 2016, p. 10). This task helps children to practice different English grammar tenses. For example,
to practice the Present Simple tense the students complete a survey on how their friends spend their holidays, days off,
evenings, free time, etc. The example of the task is in Table 1.

Project work is another interactive activity which can be realized in a summer camp successfully. The methodologists
of International education center Pearson-Dinternal in Ukraine have created some projects for summer camps. The
level of English of these projects is different for all age groups of school children. The main tasks and goals of these
projects are the following:

- to activate the knowledge of children on the specific topic;

- deep the knowledge of children on the specific topic;

- improve research skills of children;

- improve speaking skills of children;

- improve writing skills of children;

- use of individual approach, role plays and work in a team;

- develop critical and creative thinking of children.

First, it is necessary to choose the topic of the project, taking into account the level of English of children, time limit
and the final goals. Then, prepare all necessary things for making a project: paper, poster, glue, scissors, felt-tip-pens
and so on. The teacher should be a moderator, an advisor of the work with the project. Every participant of the project
work should have a chance to realize his or her role. For example: finding information, designing of the project, drawing
and gluing the pictures, presenting the project and so on. The methodologists of International education center Pearson-
Dinternal developed the stages of work with the project. The work with every project includes 8-10 classes.

All projects of International education center Pearson-Dinternal in Ukraine have a lot of helpful materials for
realizing this kind of interactive activity in a summer camp effectively and successfully.
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Learning history of another country is very important for better understanding the culture, customs and traditions of
that country. The volunteers from Egypt, for example, can tell Ukrainian children about Egyptian gods and goddesses,
main historical events, important dates of their country, and about the meaning of ancient symbols of writing -
hieroglyphs. After that during evening classes children can have such activity as quest where all the notes are written
with the help of the ancient hieroglyphs. All the notes should contain the information of previous morning classes. The
task of the evening quest is to decode the notes with the help of English alphabet and find the presents. This activity
is so exciting and really perfect for communication skills improvement.

Outdoor games are good interactive activities for communication skills improvement. Besides, outdoor games with
foreign volunteers help to realize intercultural aspect of education and tolerant upbringing of children to the people of
another culture and worship.

Here are some examples of outdoor games from different countries:

Elephant (E ian gam

Children make the circle; the leader of the game is in the center of the circle. Then, the leader points to any child
and say “Elephant!” The child, who was pointed to, imitates a trunk of an elephant with hands, and his neighbors in the
circle should make him big ears. The leader does it so quickly that children can make mistakes. If a participant makes
a mistake, he or she will be out. The game is so funny and children usually like it very much.

Tipi-tipi-top what colour u want? (Indian game

First, the children choose the leader. Then, they ask the leader “Tipi-tipi-top what colour do you want?” The leader
should name any colour and the participants of the game should find and touch this colour. If a participant cannot find
the colour, he or she will be the next leader.

Bomb (Turkish game)

Children make the circle and start passing the ball. Every participant should catch the ball and count 1, 2, bomb,
4, 5, bomb, 7, 8, bomb... Instead of every third number a participant should say “Bomb!” If a participant makes a
mistake, he or she will be out. This game is good for learning numbers. Little kids can play counting up to 20, for
example, but teenagers can count up to 100 or so.

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH

Interactive activities are very effective and can be easily introduced among the learners of any age group. In
addition, interactive activities are fun; they stimulate children to learn language easily. Moreover, interactive methods
allow not to forget that each learner is unique and brings to the process of education her or his personal opinion, point
of view and attitude. Interactive classes have atmosphere of educational interaction between a learner and a teacher
that influences well the quality of learning the English language.

To sum up it is necessary to stress that use of interactive methods of teaching English helps to organize interaction
among all the participants of education process. Also, interactive activities encourage learners to find individual
decisions of vital problems. Besides, interactive classes improve communication skills, learn to work in a team, and
help to find mutual decisions. Moreover, the interactive classes in a summer camp with foreign volunteers foster
developing of self-respect and respect for others, tolerance, ethical behavior and personal growth. Interactive methods
of teaching English in a summer camp are key points of successful teaching and learning English in the atmosphere
of summer holidays.

PSYCHOLOGICAL AND PEDAGOGICAL ASPECTS OF SOCIALIZATION
OF SCHOOLCHILDREN WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS

IN THEORY AND PRACTISE OF GENERAL SECONDARY SCHOOL OF THE USA
(LATE XX — EARLY XXI CEN.)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the investigation of psychological and pedagogical aspects of socialization of students
with special educational needs in the theory and practice of school education in the United States (late XX — early XXI century).
Ukraine’s involvement into the world experience of socialization of children with mental and physical disabilities raises the issue
of studying the best foreign experience in this field, given the relatively short history of inclusive education in our country, the
complexity of socialization of this category of children and the importance of social inclusion and full inclusion. participation
of all citizens in the life of the community and society. The article characterizes the features of the American experience of
socialization of children with special educational needs in the context of inclusive education, namely: maximum involvement in
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all activities; planning socialization tasks and ways to achieve them in an individual program; use of team approach; compliance
of the content and methods of socialization with the socio-cultural environment. because the United States is considered a
country with many years of positive experience in the context of socialization of students with special educational needs. The main
stages of development of inclusive education such as desegregation, expanding access to education, mainstreaming, integration
and inclusion are analysed. Particular attention is paid to highlighting the most important factors of success of students with
special educational needs in general secondary education, namely: the physical aspect — the placement of children with mental
and physical disabilities in the same class with children with normative development; social — building and establishing positive,
friendly relations with other students and teachers; educational — taking into account in the learning process the needs, interests,
capabilities of students, defined by the individual curriculum, which contains clearly defined learning goals of the child, its content,
recommendations for adaptation and modification of educational material. Because the USA is a country with many years of
positive experience in the context of socializing students with special educational needs, borrowing the experience of this country
will avoid possible mistakes, save resources, and enrich the emerging native model of inclusion.

INTRODUCTION

The problem formulation. Ukraine’s ratification of the Convention of UNO about the rights of children, World
Declaration on the Survival, Protection and Development of Children as well as many other international acts has
proved its accession to the international community on issues related to the building up of a democratic society and the
realization of the constitutional rights of children with disabilities and special educational needs.

An important step in the implementation of the commitments was the invasion of inclusion into the national system
of general secondary education. The country's involvement into the world experience of socialization of children with
mental and physical disabilities raises the issue of studying the best foreign experience in this field, has given the
relatively short history of inclusive education in Ukraine, the complexity of socialization of this category of children and
the importance of social inclusion and full participation of all citizens in the life of the community and society. Using the
experience of other countries in the process of socialization of children with special educational needs will avoid possible
mistakes, save resources, and enrich the emerging national model of inclusion which is being formed.

Complete integration of students with mental and physical disabilities in society depends on the level of their
socialization: the formation of life competencies, social and adaptive skills, personal, moral, socio-psychological qualities,
communication skills. To live and function properly in a modern dynamic and globalized society, the person must be
active, responsible, morally stable, socially adapted (Alekhyna, 2014; Myronova, 2016; Ponomarova, 2015). This places
new demands towards organization of the process of socialization in secondary educational establishment, first, those who
provide inclusive education. They are given a leading role in the socialization of students with special educational needs.

The analysis of the peculiarities of inclusion in the national system of general secondary education which had been
conducted by M. Suprun, A. Vysotska and |. Gladchenko has testifies to the unsystematic nature of such work, insufficient
use of the socializing potential of educational institutions (Suprun, Vysotska, Hladchenko, 2014, p. 52). The study has proved
that “the complexity of socialization is primarily due to the presence of disabilities and / or disorders in the development of
mental activity, language, sensory, motor, emotional and volitional spheres, which inevitably limits their lives, learning, full
life in society assimilation of social experience” (Shevtsiv, 2019, p. 61). Nowadays the involvement of children with special
educational needs into the system of inclusive education, common study with children of typical development, requires
their socialization in present-day conditions. Therefore, it is important that this process is not accompanied by negative
changes in the psychophysical state, state of health, does not cause an increase in psychological and physical pressure.

The analysis of recent research.

Based on the generalization of publications of scientists (L. Danylenko, I. Demchenko, I. Zvereva, L. Zdanevich, A. Kapska,
I. Martynenko, L. Mishchyk, A. Ryzhanova, N. Chernukha, etc.) it has been established that socialization is the process of
transforming an individual into a social personality who possesses such forms of behaviour that correspond to social norms
and roles. From a psychological and pedagogical point of view, socialization is associated with education and upbringing,
communication, self-awareness, and social orientation. That is, socialization is both the process and the result of assimilation
and active reproduction of socio-cultural experience (knowledge, values, norms, and traditions) of a particular people.

We agree with S. Myronova, O. Ponomariova, M. Suprun in their belief that in the present world inclusion is being
implemented as the strategy of ensuring the accessibility and openness of education for all children, eliminating discriminatory
attitudes, creating a favourable atmosphere for the development of an inclusive society. At the beginning of the XXI century.
inclusion as a form of education and upbringing of children with special educational needs has become a global trend and
is being implemented in many countries around the world. The United States is considered a country with many years of
positive experience in the context of socialization of students with special educational needs. When studying the experience
of socialization of this category of children, it is possible to analyse the methodological aspects of the implementation of
inclusive education in the existing social, economic, political realities of Ukraine and consider national characteristics.

THE AIM AND RESEARCH TASKS. The article aims at investigation of psychological and pedagogical aspects of
socialization of children with special educational needs in theory and practice of American school education in its historic
context of late XX — early XXI century.

RESEARCH METHODS. In research the following research methods are used: general scientific (analysis, synthesis,
deduction, induction, comparison, classification, generalization), which allow to argue and justify the experience of
socialization of children with special educational needs in the context of inclusive education; search and bibliographic for
systematization of research sources; historiographical-interpretative for studying the state of the problem under research,
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comprehension of conceptual approaches to its solution and its categorical-conceptual apparatus; comparative and
descriptive- to characterise the main stages of inclusive education development.

RESEARCH RESULTS

An analysis of the historical aspects of the development of inclusive education shows that in the United States it has
undergone through such major stages as desegregation, expanding access to education, mainstreaming, integration and
inclusion itself. Let us analyse these stages briefly. Until the mid-60’s of the twentieth century education and socialization
of children with disabilities and psychophysical developmental disorders has been carried out within the “medical model”.
According to it, a child or adult with special needs was considered ill and limited in their life. This “demanded some
treatment, long-term care, training in special institutions” (Shevtsiv, 2019, p. 77). The process of socialization of children
with special educational needs took place in special educational institutions in conditions of segregation and isolation
from the rest of society. This approach, which focused on the disadvantages and limitations rather than the potential of
children, if not impossible, made it significantly more difficult for them to integrate into society after graduation.

The development of democracy and respect for human rights has led to the formation of intolerance of discrimination
on any grounds and on the presence of disability or mental and physical disabilities, initiating the process of
desegregation. Its essence is to overcome alienation on both psychophysical and cultural and social grounds. However,
as G. Davydenko notes, “expanding access only to education implies desegregation only in the field of education, so it
narrows the social opportunities of people with disabilities” (Davydenko, 2014, p. 78).

The study found that in the early 70’s of the twentieth century. in the United States, the concept of “normalization”
has become widespread. It is within its framework that such strategic approaches to the provision of educational services
for children with mental and physical disabilities as access expansion, mainstreaming and integration were developed
(Polhun, 2014, p. 259). We believe that the main disadvantage of the concept of "normalization” was its focus on
stereotypical perceptions of society about compliance with a certain norm, which did not provide opportunities for full
inclusion in the educational process and full socialization of children.

Strategy of education called “widening participation’ has been directed to income increasing and educational level of
marginalized groups, which included a significant proportion of children with disabilities and their families (Preece, 2006,
p. 113). Mainstreaming presupposed spending time together and communicating with children with special educational
needs with their peers through participation in extracurricular cultural and leisure activities to expand the network of
social contacts, and not to achieve educational goals (Jerome, 2017).

Integration insured opportunities for education in general secondary education institutions for those children with
special educational needs whose level of psychophysical development corresponded to their age or was close to
it (Polhun, 2014, p. 260). That is, “study did not take place together with peers, but in special classes” (Yarskaya-
Smyrnova, 2004, p. 88-89), which also imposed certain restrictions on the socialization process. This approach became
possible by the transition to a biopsychosocial model of understanding disability, which focuses on understanding the
consequences of the disorder for a particular child and identifying ways to ensure optimal functional, social recovery
and inclusion in society, including through education. Thus, the need for inclusion in the school system was recognized
in 1994 by the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), which contributed to the
expansion of educational practices for the socialization of children outside the special education system.

Systematic implementation of inclusion into the educational system of the USA began in 1975 after the adoption
of the Education Act for All Children with Disabilities (Education for All Handicapped Children Act), which prohibited
discrimination, including in the field of education, provided opportunities for free education of children with disabilities
in public schools, additional educational services, parental participation in deciding on the type of institution for the
child's education, the introduction of individualized education programs (Individualized Education Program) for children
with special educational needs. In 1990, it was improved and renamed into the Individuals with Disabilities Education
Act (IDEA). The new version of the Law was more pragmatic. The innovations concerned the introduction of regulations
on research in the field of education and socialization of children with mental and physical disabilities, development of
assistive learning technologies, introduction of special school programs to prepare children with special educational
needs for adulthood, staff training and development, and training and information centres for parents (Kauffman et al,
2014, p. 8-9).

IDEA determines the procedure for providing federal institutions and establishments operating at the state level, early
intervention services, physical therapy, correctional, developmental and transportation services for infants, toddlers,
children and youth with disabilities aged from 3 to 18 years (in some cases up to 21 years). In the 2018-2019 academic
year, more than 7.5 million people received the services provided by this law (About IDEA, 2019). Thus, according to
federal law, all children have the right to receive free proper education, no matter how severe their developmental
disabilities. “Some children can not be educated according to medical restrictions, but schools should provide them with
educational services and develop individualized learning programs that will increase their socialization, even if its content
is limited to using the call button or the use of technical means of transportation” (Kauffman et al, 2014, p. 8-9).

Since the adoption of the IDEA, there is no clear distinction between special and general education systems. Instead,
there are various opportunities for education, ranging from regular classes in public schools and ending with special
schools, including such alternatives as premises for classes in medical institutions, rehabilitation centres, special classes
(Kauffman et al, 2014, p. 5). The leading idea is that all education (general and special) can and should take place in the
same place (Kauffman, Badar, 2015, p. 14).
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In the twentieth century, in determining the place of education are guided by the principle of choosing the “least
restrictive environment”, according to which children with special educational needs should be included in the general
education system, despite the complexity of their violations. “Often students with severe forms of disability attend part
of classes that require the use of special techniques, technical means or equipment in special schools, and the rest — in
ordinary” (Kauffman et al, 2014, p. 5). We believe that this approach provides appropriate conditions for socialization.

Recommendations on the place of education are provided by a multidisciplinary team of specialists, which includes
qualified specialists in specialties corresponding to the child’s nosology, school doctor, psychologist, school principal.
The final decision is made considering the views of parents. Children whose behaviour may pose a danger to other
students are usually taught in separate classes. The rest of the students, even with severe disabilities, can study in
regular classes according to individual curricula, which contain clearly defined learning goals of the child, its content,
recommendations for adaptation and modification of educational material. In the process of investigation of this article,
it was found that in addition to educational goals, individual curricula may contain tasks related to the development of
self-care skills, social skills, career guidance, etc. Shares the position of scientists that the implementation of individual
curricula allows a child with special educational needs “to be maximally involved in the classroom and actively socialize in
society, by acquiring knowledge, communication skills, social values, etc.” (Hrynova, Kalinichenko, 2018, p. 178).

In classes where children with special educational needs study, along with a regular teacher, there is a special
teacher, whose function is to develop together with subject teachers of individual curriculum considering the individual
needs of the child and his diagnosis, preparation of teaching and handouts, homework, etc. (Bohinska, 2008, p. 96).
The use of a team approach during inclusive education allows to form effective partnerships between specialists of
different specialties, to optimally meet the needs of the child, to integrate him into the social environment and socialize
in it. Inclusive education provides opportunities for the socialization of all students, not just those with disabilities or
mental and physical disabilities. Through living together, learning, participating in activities, students learn to understand
individual differences, accept them, respect human dignity, adhere to the principle of equality of rights, be tolerant
and responsible, and so on. In American schools, it is practiced meeting with people with disabilities — public figures,
scientists, writers, athletes, during which they talk about their lives, achievements, difficulties they encountered and
how they overcame them. We share the position that “it is interesting to experience events that allow healthy people to
experience the specifics of life, education and recreation of students with special needs, when, for example, for one day
teachers and school administration travel exclusively in wheelchairs” (Bohinska, 2008, p. 96).

Note that the socialization of children with special educational needs in the American system of inclusive education
corresponds to the “American style of socialization” (Zabolotna, 2005, p. 38), which reflects the uniqueness of culture,
history, ethnic composition of this country. Its features, according to O. Zabolotnaya, are: multiculturalism, which
involves the assimilation of values of other cultures, interaction with them on the principles of dialogue, tolerance, mutual
understanding, aware of the peculiarities of their own ethnocultural affiliation; pragmatism, the leading idea of which
is “education to adapt to life”; individualism as a moral position, which is a legacy of Protestant ethics and capitalism,
which emphasizes the value of the individual; democracy, which is one of the hallmarks of American society and an
important factor in the style of socialization; globalization, which is a universal trend that affects all areas of the child’s
life; competition as a precaution to outrun and gain an advantage over rivals; humanism as an axiological attitude of a
humanistic nature, which reflects the belief in the potential of the child, the attitude to it as an active participant in the
process of socialization (Zabolotna, 2005, 10-12).

CONCLUSION AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH

The historical analysis of foreign experience concerning work with schoolchildren with special educational needs
has a significant positive effect when studying the process of socialization of students with special educational needs.
It is established that in addition to education, considerable attention in the American system of inclusive education is
paid to the problem of socialization. From one hand, it is carried out through the inclusion of the child in the educational
process and socio-cultural environment. On the other hand, the socialization of children with special educational needs
is ensured through specialized training and support. Analysis of the American experience of socialization of children
with special educational needs in the context of inclusive education shows that its characteristics are: maximum
involvement in all activities; planning socialization tasks and ways to achieve them in an individual program; use of
team approach; compliance of the content and methods of socialization with the socio-cultural environment. Analysis
of the USA experience in the socialization of schoolchildren with special educational needs in general secondary
education shows that important success factors are: the physical aspect — the placement of children with mental and
physical disabilities in the same class with children with normative development; social — building and establishing
positive, friendly relations with other students and teachers; educational — taking into account in the learning process
the needs, interests, capabilities of schoolchildren, determined by the individual curriculum.

Prospects for further research include the study of the specificity of socialization of schoolchildren with different
types of disabilities.

PUBLIC AND EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITY
OF UKRAINIAN WRITERS IN VOLYN (20-30S OF THE XX CENTURY)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the coverage of public and educational activities of Ukrainian writers in Volyn during
the interwar period of the twentieth century. The literary process of the region, which was represented by such writers and
publicists as O. Havryliuk, A. Zhyvotko, M. Levytskyi, O. Karpinskyi, O. Liatorynska, O. Stanchuk, H. Orlivna, K. Polishchuk,
0. Levchanivska, A. Nyvynskyi, V. Ostrovskyi, P. Pevnyi, A. Richynskyi, |. Matviiuk, V. Myzynets, |. Stepaniuk, V. Kytaievskyi,
M. Kalynchuk, H. Zhezhko, M. Cherkavskyi, I. Vlasovskyi, U. Samchuk and others, is characterized. The creative heritage and
educational activities of individual writers who were teachers are analyzed. Their contribution to the promotion of Ukrainian
culture, distribution of Ukrainian books, development of native language education and schooling is shown.

It is concluded that the merit of Prosvita's activity in Volyn was the creation of Ukrainian-language secondary schools
- Lutsk and Rivne Ukrainian private gymnasiums. Prosvita centers constantly took care of them: teachers-writers worked
in these institutions; members of the society arranged special collections of monetary donations for the development of
schools; Prosvita allocated part of the budget for their development, provided libraries with Ukrainian books, magazines, etc.

Ukrainian writers and publicists (. Vlasovskyi, A. Zhyvotko, M. Kalynchuk, O. Karpinskyi, O. Levchanivska, A. Nyvynskyi,
V. Ostrovskyi, P. Pevnyi, A. Richynskyi, S. Semeniuk, etc.) patronized the national upbringing of children and youth by the
means of native language. Through their efforts, separate departments for young readers were created in almost all libraries,
including works by T. Shevchenko, Lesya Ukrainka, |. Franko, M. Gogol, P. Chaichenko, Marko Vovchok, P. Kulish, classics of
foreign children’'s literature. “Traveling libraries” were arranged to popularize Ukrainian books and reading in general. These
libraries, having from 10 to 50-60 books, traveled across the region and were addressed to the peasantry.

HUMAN NATURE AND SOCIAL LIFE

Abstract. The tradition connected with the culture of the west shows the important problem of the determination of
politics and social life as such by the nature of man and by the principles that result from man’s nature. For this reason,
we should conclude that the vision of man is the basic foundation for the formation of the order that exists in social life.
The vision of man is also the criterion for the evaluation of social order and social life, which occurs within the framework of
social order. A proper and integral reading of man’s nature is necessary for politics as such and for the formation of social
order. As Aristotle indicated, this order not only must affirm the circles of man’s that are natural to man (the family, small
community, and state), natural human inclinations, but must also affirm certain ways of referring to man that coincide with
various forms of friendship. The process in the middle ages whereby human nature was more deeply understood because
it was understood in terms of the person had the result that society faced the necessity of the organization of life such that
the human person not only could perfect himself but could also achieve the ultimate end proper to him, which is life in union
with the Absolute.

The crisis in knowledge, because of nominalism and other factors, not only contributes to the rise of reductionistic
visions of man, but also causes politics to find its model and purpose not in man’s nature, but in ideas. It then becomes
an instrument of ideology, and social life as such is subjected to reform leading toward the achievement of a utopia. In
this article, the author indicates the practical dimension of philosophical realism as a means to overcome the process of
ideological transformation and utopian transformation of social life, and as a means to organize social life according to the
measure of human nature and its destiny.

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NATURA LUDZKA A ZYCIE SPOLECZNE

WSTEP

Problem wifasciwego odczytania natury ludzkiej oraz wytworzenia adekwatnej do prawdy o cztowieku spotecznosci — nie jest
jedynie sprawg ,czysto akademickg”, ale jest to sprawa o znaczeniu fundamentalnym, determinujgcym rozwoj samego cztowieka.
Lezy ona u podstaw tak tworzenia i wyjasniania systemu prawa, ekonomii, edukacji catej polityki, jak i systemu relacji spotecznych,
kregow ludzkiego zycia i dokonujgcych sie w nich dziatan (Skrzydlewski P., 2013). Koncepcja natury ludzkiej jest podstawg dla
formowania zycia spotecznego, jego struktury i tworzonych w jego ramach dziatan. Problem ten wraz z jego bogactwem odstania
przed nami szereg dyscyplin poznawczych, a w sposob szczegodlny historia, socjologia, antropologia kulturowa oraz wiele innych
nauk spotecznych, politycznych, prawnych (History of Political Philosophy, 1987). Interesujgco zagadnienie to rysuje sie takze na
gruncie dyskursu nad cywilizacjami, lecz zasadnicze jego ujecie odnajdziemy na polu dociekan filozoficznych, ktére ze swej istoty
przeznaczone sg do poznania cztowieka oraz jego zycia spotecznego. Z tej racji, w porzadku poznania naturalnego, to filozofia jest
naczelnym i zasadniczym typem poznania relacji, jakie tgczg nature ludzkg z zyciem spotecznym. Filozofia tez daje podstawowg
koncepcje relacji, jakie tgczg te dwie rzeczywisto$ci (Possenti V., 201), Zarys filozofii polityki. Spoteczenstwa liberalne na rozdrozu,
przekt. A.Fligel, Lublin 2012.. To ona wta$nie moze ukaza¢ skomplikowang materi¢ szeregu antropologicznych uje¢ poznawczych,
ktore niekiedy z racji zawartych w nich btedéw i fatszu przyczyniajg sie do zaistnienia ztej organizacji i ztego funkcjonowania zycia
spotecznego 5 . Wizja bowiem cztowieka, jego struktury i potencjalno$ci, a takze przeznaczenia — jest zawsze przyczyng wzorczg
dla budujgcego sie zycia spotecznego.

Potrzeba zgtebiania prawdy o naturze cztowieka, a takze spotecznych konsekwencji ptyngcych z poznania natury ludzkiej wydaje
sie by¢ szczegolnie pilng sprawg dzi$, gdy tak wiele btedéw antropologicznych przyczynia sie do zaistnienia defektownych form
ludzkiego zycia spotecznego. Z tej racji nalezy sie spodziewac, ze prawdziwosciowe poznanie filozoficzne pozwala na tworzenie
| funkcjonowanie dobrego zycia spotecznego. Warunkiem jego istnienia jest nie tylko zdiagnozowanie btedéw poznawczych, ale
takze ukazanie tego, jak one sie rodzg, z czego one wyptywajg. Czestokro¢ ich zrédtem stajg sie rozne koncepcije filozoficzne,
a wsrdd nich szereg doktryn wywodzacych sie z awerroizmu | nominalizmu. Dlatego tez mozna postawi¢ teze, ze nowozytne i
wspoitczesne odchodzenie w formowaniu zycia spotecznego od prawdy i praw natury ludzkiej ma swe zasadnicze zrédto w formie
myslenia filozoficznego nabudowanego m.in. na awerroizmie i nominalizmie. Nurty te odcisnety swe powazne pietno na poznaniu
filozoficznym, przyczyniajac sie do jego deformacji. Tezy tej bronit w szeregu swych publikacji M. A. Krapiec, akcentujgc zasadniczo
zgubny wplyw tychze stanowisk na zycie spoteczne (teorig prawa i polityki).

Do podobnych
konkluzji dochodzit takze wybitny znawca filozofii $redniowiecznej E. Gilson.

Wspotczesny redukcjonistyczny obraz $wiata i cztowieka, zawezajgcy go do tego, co biologiczne i materialne, stanowigcy ideowe
zaplecze dla dominacji utylitaryzmu i materializmu w zyciu spotecznym, rozpowszechniany przez pewne postacie nauki i ideologie
polityczne — wydaje sie mie¢ swe zrodto w tych dwoch stanowiskach. Jak zauwaza to M. A. Krgpiec: ,Tomasz z Akwinu uniknat
btednych rozwigzan woluntaryzmu neoplatofisko-augustyfskiego i racjonalizmu awerroistycznego. Dla kierunku augustianskiego,
zafascynowanego wizjg civitas Dei (panstwa Bozego), ziemska wtadza ludzi grzesznych jest »panstwem zta«; tylko krélestwo taski
moze by¢ dobre. Panstwo, bedgce nastepstwem grzechu, ma by¢ Srodkiem zaradczym przeciw grzechowi — temu stuzy swoista
teokracja wtadzy: papieza i cesarza lub — jak w wizji Dantego Alighieri — wtadzy samego cesarza.

Mys| wywodzaca sie z awerroistyczno-racjonalistycznej koncepcji panstwa uznawata panstwo za najwyzsze osiggniecie ludzkie,
za cel sam dla siebie, za czynnik decydujgcy o etyce i prawdzie. Takie stanowisko uderzyto w chrzescijanstwo, w konsekwencji wiele
grup, gtéwnie w protestantyzmie, nawotywato do ucieczki od brudnej polityki; albo przeciwnie: trzeba uciec do woluntarystycznej
teokracji, kierowanej zasadg »cuius regio, eius religio«, by realizowa¢ ideaty panstwa Bozego. Rozwigzania skrajne, ktérych w
swej doktrynie unikngt Tomasz z Akwinu, zapanowaty w Europie posredniowiecznej, dajgc teoretyczne podstawy konstruowania
takiego panstwa, ktore okazato sie panstwem totalitarnym (ingerujgcym w osobiste zycie cztowieka wg wskazan przyjetej odgoérnie
ideologii)” (Powszechna encyklopedia filozofii, 2007, s. 343).

Przygotowaty one grunt dla nowozytnego i wspodtczesnego materializmu i naturalizmu. Wyjasnienie jednak tych zagadnieh
wymaga nie tylko naswietlenia gtéwnych tez awerroizmu i nominalizmu, ale przede wszystkim znajomosci i rozumienia natury
ludzkiej, a takze formy zycia spotecznego, ktora faktycznie stuzy tejze ludzkiej naturze. Prezentowane analizy nie zmierzajg do
wyczerpania niezwykle bogatego i historycznie uwiktanego zagadnienia. Zagadnie to z catg pewnoscig nie zostatoby wyczerpane
w szeregu monografii i jak mozna sadzi¢ w przysztosci doczeka sie szerszego opracowania. Poczynione tutaj analizy sg jedynie
krétkim naszkicowanie samego problemu i to w perspektywie sposobu filozofowania uksztattowanego w ramach tzw. Lubelskiej
szkoty filozoficznej (Powszechna encyclopedia filozofii, 2005, s. 532-550; Krapiec M.A., & Maryniarczyk A., 2010).

Osobowa koncepcja bytu ludzkiego versus awerroistyczny i nominalistyczny obraz czlowieka i $wiata

Szczytem filozoficznego poznania uzyskanego przez kulture Zachodu jest bez watpienia personalistyczna wizja cztowieka 9 . Na
jej gruncie osoba ludzka jawi sie jako co$ najdoskonalszego w catej naturze, podmiot samodzielnie bytujgcy, kierujacy sobg przez
swe akty rozumu i woli 10 . Personalizm ukazuje nie tylko sposob zaistnienia natury cztowieka, ale takze rysuje sens jej istnienia |
przeznaczenia. Osobowa wizja cztowieka podkresla rozumnosc¢ i wolnos¢ osoby ludzkiej, jej przyrodzong godnos¢, suwerennosc
i podmiotowos¢ prawng, ktére musza zosta¢ dla dobra cztowieka afirmowane wszedzie, rowniez na polu zycia spotecznego 11 .
Wizja ta dostrzega spoteczny sposéb zycia czlowieka, widzac w samej spotecznosci ludzkiej naturalng i konieczng dla cztowieka
nisze rozwoju jego zycia osobowego.
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Teoria ta ukazuje, ze kazda osoba ludzka, zyjac w Swiecie débr skonczonych i materialnych, jest ostatecznie przyporzadkowana
do celu swego zycia, ktorym jest Dobro Nieskorniczone i Niematerialne. Dobrem tym jest Bdg, ktory jawi sie jako nie tylko przyczyna
i zrodto zaistnienia wszystkiego co jest, ale takze ostateczny cel i kres ludzkiego zycia, ku ktéremu cztowiek skfania sie na mocy
swej natury. W tym kontekscie warto przypomnie¢, ze jest to takze dla cztowieka droga osiggania przez niego szczescia. ,Kazdy
cztowiek — transcendujgcy w swych aktach poznania, mitosci i wolno$ci nature otaczajgcego $wiata i swg wtasng nature — jest
stworzony i przyporzadkowany do dobra jako dobra, ktérym ostatecznie jest sam Bdog. Wzbudzone przez poznanie pragnienie
dobra | przyporzgdkowanie dobru nie moze sie spetni¢ przez jakiekolwiek dobro partykularne, lecz jedynie przez dobro jako
dobro. Jest nim Bdg. Stad obecne w kulturze chrzes$cijanskiej przekonanie, ze naturalne pragnienie szczescia wtopione w dusze
kazdego cztowieka i bedace pierwsza racjg kazdego realnego dziatania osobowego — jest nieuswiadomionym pragnieniem Boga,
pragnieniem zjednoczenia sie z Nim, pragnieniem ostatecznego szczescia (,desiderium naturale inefficax videndi Deum”), a to moze
by¢ skutecznie zrealizowane tylko przez samego Boga. Ten stan szczescia osobowego, zw. wieczng szczesliwoscig, nie wyklucza,
lecz pocigga za sobg wszelkie osobowe przezycia. Tak rozumiane szcze$cie jest czym$ analogicznym, w pemi zrealizowanym w
ludzkim zyciu wiecznym, a w sposob analogiczny jest dostepne jako obiektywne dobro czgstkowe w ciggu zycia doczesnego. Dla
wzbudzenia ludzkiego dziatania konieczne jest dojrzenie dobra w $wiecie; dobro to bedzie zdolne wytrgci¢ z biernosci moznos¢
dziatania czlowieka. Obecno$¢ dobra w dziataniu — chociazby bylo to dobro partykularne (a nawet pozorne) — jest racjg tego
dziatania i przynosi zadowolenie, a wiec i jakie$ czastkowe szczescie dla cztowieka dziatajacego” (Krgpiec M.A. ,2008, s. 301-302).

Bdg takze jest bezposrednig przyczyng zaistnienia duszy ludzkiej, czyli zasady zycia, tozsamo$ci i istnienia osoby ludzkiej.
Stad kazda osoba ludzka jest na gruncie personalizmu postrzegana jako bezposredni ,owoc” ingerencji Absolutu w $wiat, jest
ujmowana jako szczegdlny dowdd Jego stworczej mocy i mitosci. Takze pierwszy i podstawowy krag ludzkiego zycia, jakim jest
rodzina, w tej perspektywie jawi sie nie tylko jako zrzeszenie podstawowe, ale takze takie, w ktérym zachodzi tajemnica rodzenia
sie cztowieka, prokreacji, w ktorej partycypuja nie tylko rodzice, ale i sam Bdg. Spotecznos$¢ osob ludzkich wraz z dokonujgcymi sie
W niej dziataniami, z racji tego Ze jest ona spoteczno$cig istot powotanych do zycia réwniez przez Boga — nie moze mie¢ swego
petnego wyjasnienia bez odniesienia do Niego. Ma tez dla spotecznosci ludzkiej znaczenie kapitalne to, ze cztowiek w swym Zyciu
posiada ostateczny cel swego istnienia wiasnie w Bogu. Kazda zatem postac spoteczno$ci ludzkiej zyskuje przez to swe naczelne
zadanie utatwiania cztowiekowi jego celu zycia.

Wydaje sie, ze jesli istnieje w zyciu spotecznym jakie$ zasadnicze | najwazniejsze zrodto zagrozen dla cztowieka — to tkwi ono
wiasnie w takim urzadzeniu zycia spotecznego, w ktérym to odniesienie do Absolutu jest negowane, w ktérym tad zycia spotecznego
stoi w rozbieznos$ci, a nawet w sprzecznosci z whasciwym dla cztowieka sposobem osiggania Boga. Sposobem tym jest religia |
zycie religijne osoby ludzkiej. Totez kazdy tad spoteczny bez religii, negujgcy transcendentne odniesienie osoby do Boga — jest
zawsze zwigzany ze zniewoleniem cztowieka, z jego alienacjg 13 . Jest on zaczynem szeregu ludzkich nieszcze$¢ | deformadii
zycia spotecznego.

Od czasow $redniowiecza negacja uprzyczynowania zycia spotecznego Absolutem miata swe ideowe wsparcie ze strony
nominalizmu, ktéry — jak zauwaza Krapiec — byt pewnym podwazeniem istnienia zwigzkdéw przyczynowo-skutkowych. Nominalizm
sktaniat sie bowiem do tezy, ze ,[tlym bowiem, co jest bezposrednio postrzegane lub ujmowane, jest sama rzecz. Nie ma powodu
wprowadza¢ posrednika miedzy poznang rzeczg a aktem, dzieki ktéremu jest ona postrzegana. Poniewaz rzeczy sg podobne,
sg wytwarzane wspdlne obrazy i owa wspdlnosé, bedgca nastepstwem braku wyraznosci, jest tym, do czego sprowadza sie
0golnos¢. Skoro dostrzegane przez nas rzeczy sa tylko bytami szczegétowymi, to nie moga zachodzi¢ miedzy nimi zadne relacje
przyczynowosci. Takie relacje musiatyby by¢ rzeczami i by¢ postrzegane jako rzeczy, gdyz poza szczegStowymi bytami nie
istniejg jakie$ nie-szczegdtowe rzeczy. Relacje przyczynowosci muszg by¢ poznawczo odrzucone. Moéwigc, ze co$ jest przyczyng
jakiegos skutku, obserwujemy, ze wtedy, gdy wystepuje ta rzecz, zwykle pojawia sie to, co nazywamy jej skutkiem. Powtarzajgce
sie doswiadczenia zmystowe pozwalajg mam utworzy¢é odpowiednie zdania moéwigce o przyczynach i skutkach. Odrzucenie
wartosciowej poznawalnosci relacji przyczynowo-skutkowej i uznanie relacji za fikcje (wytwor umystu), bo relacje nie sa szczegétowa
rzecza, utrgcito podstawy wiezi miedzybytowej i rozumienia sensu przyczynowych zwigzkow Boga | stworzenia. Tylko wiara musiata
wystarczy¢ teologii, bo intelektualne rozumienie musiato sie¢ sprowadzi¢ do nominalnego aktu orzekania. Z aktu intelektualnego
poznania koniecznosciowego pozostaty akty orzekania o rzeczach jako flatus vocis” (Majeran R., Krgpiec M.A., 2006, s. 697).

W czasach nowozytnych szczegdlinym wyrazem nominalistycznego podejscia stanie sie doktryna D. Hume’a oraz zwigzana z
nim koncepcja zycia spotecznego (etyki | polityki), wsparta gtéwnie liberalistycznymi koncepcjami.

Podkreslmy, ze personalizm, cho¢ w swych tresciach koresponduje z religijng wizjg cztowieka (chrzescijanska, teologiczng)
nie jest efektem religijnego aktu wiary, ale suwerennym i autonomicznym w stosunku do wiary religijnej ujeciem bytu ludzkiego.
Jak wyjasnia to M. A. Krapiec: ,Spor o rozumienie bytu osobowego zrodzit sie na poczatku chrzescijanstwa, w Vi VI w. w zwigzku
z uznaniem Jezusa Chrystusa za jeden byt. Zastanawiano sie: Jezus syn Marii z Nazaretu jest cztowiekiem, to jak moze zarazem
by¢ réwny Bogu Ojcu? Postuzono sie terminami filozoficznymi: »natura« (@Uoig [physis]) oraz »podmiot« (UTréoTaOIg [hypdtasis]
lub rpdowTov, tac. persona), by mdc wyjasni¢ nature bytowa Jezusa Chrystusa. Eutyches ze szkoly Aleksandryjskiej przyjat, ze
Jezus Chrystus, bedgc jedng osobag, a przez to jedynym bytem, ma tym samym tylko jedng nature (pU0ig), co dato poczatek herezji
monofizytyzmu. Patriarcha konstantynopolitanski Nestoriusz, wyksztatcony w szkole antiochenskiej, przeciwnie do Eutychesa,
uznawat dwoisto$¢ natur i dwoisto$¢ o. w Chrystusie. Oba rozwigzania staty sie dla wiary chrzescijanskiej grozne, zaprzeczaty
bowiem Ewangelii i utrudniaty przyjecie doktryny o odkupieniu cztowieka przez Jezusa Chrystusa. Jako rozwigzanie sporu przyjeto
na soborze powszechnym w Chalcedonie w 451 — za wskazaniem papieza Leona | — dokiryne» jedna osoba i dwie natury:
Boska i ludzka«. »Jeden i ten sam Chrystus, Syn Bozy — w dwoch naturach w sposdb niepomieszany, niezmienny, niepodzielny
i nierozdzielny jest dany do poznania, nie znoszac nigdy roznic natur ze wzgledu na zjednoczenie i tym wieksze uwyraznienie
wiasciwosci natur, ktore sie schodzg w jednej osobie i samoistnosci, nie zas podzieleniu na dwie osoby, rozdzielone, jest On tym
samym Synem i jednorodzonym Bogiem Stowem Jezusem Chrystusem«” (Powszechna encyklopedia filozofii, 2006, s. 874).
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Szczytem tychze dociekan stata sie nauka Akwinaty i zwigzanej z nig tradyciji filozoficznej (Dec 1., 2008, s. 122-127). To wtasnie
personalistyczne rozumienie cztowieka niesie realistyczna filozofia klasyczna i to ono zasadniczo przyczynito sie do uformowania
tadu spotecznego w $wiecie Zachodu (Krgpiec M. A. 1998, s. 5-12; Z zagadnien kultury chrzes$cijanskiej, 1973, s. 173-189).

Brak wolnoséci u cztowieka tgczono i uzasadniono tu z przekonaniem o powszechnym istnieniu w catym kosmosie determinizmu
ptyngcego z uprzyczynowania dziataniem ,ciat niebieskich”. Kosmos, a wraz z nim rodzaj ludzki, jawit sie jako rzeczywisto$é
odwieczna, bez poczatku i konca, rzeczywisto$¢ nie stworzona przez Boga. Z tej racji konsekwentnie awerroizm podpisywat sie pod
tezg o nieistnieniu pierwszego cztowieka, za$ w duszy ludzkiej zdaniem awerroistéw nalezy widzie¢ jedynie forme substancjalng
ciata organicznego, ktéra po zniszczeniu ciata cztowieka (Smierci cztowieka) ginie bezpowrotnie. Nie ma zatem, wedtug awerroistow,
podstaw dla indywidualnej nie$miertelno$ci cztowieka; ta moze przystugiwac jedynie rodzajowi ludzkiemu. A zaznaczy¢ tu takze
nalezy, ze w tym ujeciu sam Bdg nie tylko nie moze poznawaé rzeczywistosci bytéw jednostkowych (w tym tez konkretnego zycia
cztowieka), bo jest istotg poznajgcg jedynie samego siebie. Co wiecej, nie jest On wstanie udzieli¢ niesSmiertelnosci, (wiecznosci
i pemni zycia) temu, co ze swej natury jest $miertelne, zniszczalne. Tym czym$ jest sam czlowiek i jego dusza, stad nie mozna
oczekiwac indywidualnego trwania cztowieka po zniszczeniu jego duszy, po rozpadzie ciata. Brak znajomosci przez Boga zycia
konkretnego, jednostkowego cztowieka, zdaniem awerroistow, nalezy takze wigza¢ z brakiem istnienia kierownictwa tegoz zycia
przez Boza opatrznosé. Tym samym zostaje usunieta podstawa do zaistnienia religii, pojetej jako osobowa wiez cztowieka z Bogiem,
fundament dla nadziei na jaka$ forme trwania cztowieka po zniszczeniu jego biologicznego ciata. Nie ma na gruncie takiej koncepcji
szansy dla zaistnienia stanu wiecznej szczesliwosci cztowieka, potgczonej z petnig zycia oraz wolnoscig od brakow.

Mozna zatem zauwazy¢, ze cho¢ sam awerroizm nie przekre$lat jakiej$ postaci godnosci cztowieka, wynikajgcej z moznosci
uczestnictwa w zyciu rozumnym, to jednak w znaczacy sposéb jg umniejszat (Krgpiec M.A., & Podrez E., 2003, s. 15-22). Cztowiek
bowiem ani nie moze byc¢ tu postrzegany jako istota bezposrednio powotana do zycia przez Boga, ani tez nie jest podobny do Boga,
ani tez nie moze by¢ znany Bogu, a tym bardziej mitowany przez Boga, gdyz Ten jest skupiony na sobie i zyje tylko soba.

Taka koncepcja Boga byta pochodng przyjecia Arystotelesowskiej koncepcji Absolutu i przeniesienia jej na Boga religii. Gdy
w czasach nowozytnych dotgczy sie do niego materialistyczna wizja swiata, a takze nominalistyczny redukcjonizm w poznaniu i
nauce — ostatecznie sam Bog, ze swym istnieniem | sprawstwem, zostanie zanegowany. Nie bedzie On ,potrzebny” ani cztowiekowi
w jego zyciu moralnym (jako ostateczny cel zycia), ani nie bedzie sie jawit jako pewna zasada, racja wyjasniajgca istnienie $wiata.
Z tej racji od pewnej formy deizmu zostanie zrobiony krok w strone ateizmu, a co za tym idzie do antyreligijnego podejscia w
catej kulturze, ztgczonego z walkg o uwolnienie cztowieka i zycia spotecznego od wszelkich przejawéw religijnych. Zostato takze
znaczgco wzmocnione poprzez fizykalistyczne i materialistyczne tendencje ptyngce ze strony nowozytnej nauki, ktéra jesli nie
wprost sktaniata sie do ateizmu, to zazwyczaj wyrazata przekonanie, ze samo istnienie Boga, Jego natury oraz zwigzku ze $wiatem
jest zagadnieniem nienaukowym, pozaracjonalnym, wymykajgcym sie wartosciowemu poznawczo dyskursowi (Voegelin E.,
2011, s. 223-229). Nie bez znaczenia pozostaje tu takze wptyw nowozytnej refleks;ji filozoficznej, programowo odwotujacej sie do
subiektywizmu, relatywizmu, antyrealizmu, ktére de facto likwidujg metafizyczny sposéb filozofowania.

W tym kontekscie staje sie jasne, ze jednostka ludzka tak pojeta faktycznie nie powinna by¢ uwazana za byt posiadajacy
suwerenno$¢ na polu zycia spotecznego, za podmiot bedgcy podstawg uprawnien, gdyz to, co stanowi podstawe uprawnien
cztowieka — godnos$¢ — jest faktycznie poza bytem jednostki.

Podmiotem godnosci, jej nosnikiem moze sie zatem stac raczej caty rodzaj ludzki (kolektyw), nie zas sama jednostka, raczej
zrzeszenie, bedace panstwem, nie zas konkretny cztowiek. Tym samym awerroizm otwiera przestrzen zycia spotecznego na szereg
pejoratywnych wptywéw ptyngcych z btedu antropologicznego, jakim jest kolektywizm. Ale i takze na jego gruncie moze pojawic sie
szereg tez charakterystycznych dla antropologii indywidualistycznej, gdyz cztowiek jako jednostka zostaje na gruncie awerroizmu
przyporzadkowany w swych dziataniach jedynie dobru wtasnemu, sobie samemu. Pojawia sie tu zatem niebezpieczenstwo
autoteliczniosci zycia ludzkiego, egoizmu i narcyzmu. W XIX wieku te wtasnie elementy odegraja dominujaca role w formowaniu
sie wizji cztowieka (F. Nietzsche), a wraz z przeniknieciem darwinizmu do mysli spotecznej zaczng byé znaczace w tworzeniu sie
dziatan i struktur spotecznych. Zyskajg one takze wsparcie ze strony ideologii politycznych wprost lub posrednio odwotujgcych sie
do rasizmu (Tokarczyk R., 1987, s. 340-354).

Zjawiska te zostang wzmocnione przez wptywy nominalizmu, ktory przeczy istnieniu realnych relacji miedzyludzkich,
nacechowanych powinnoscig dziatania lub nie-dziatania, relacji bedgcych podstawg sprawiedliwosci i prawa stanowionego.
Zjawisko to spoteguje potgczony z nominalizmem nowozytny liberalizm. Jednostka przyporzadkowana do celu dziatania, jakim jest
jedynie jej dobro, uwolniona od relacji z innymi tatwo ulega alienacji i szeregowi mankamentéw ptyngcych z indywidualistycznej
antropologii. Tym samym na polu zycia spotecznego pojawia sie nie tylko rywalizacja i walka jednostek, ktére traktujg kazdego
jak wroga, ale takze specyficzny typ prawa, edukacji, zycia ekonomicznego i inne, ktéry te wiasnie dziatania umozliwia (Wstep do
ekonomiji spotecznej chrzescijanskiej, 1910; Ekonomja spoteczna a religia i filozofia, 1911; Filozofia cywilizacji, 1934).

ZAKONCZENIE

Tradycja zwigzana z kulturg Zachodu ukazuje wazny problem determinacji polityki i samego zycia spotecznego naturg cztowieka
oraz wyptywajgcymi z niej zasadami. Niestety, kryzys poznania jaki zapanowat w kulturze zachodniej za sprawg nominalizmu
i awerroizmu, nie tylko przyczynit sie do pojawienia sie szeregu redukcjonistycznych wizji cztowieka, ale takze zainspirowat do
tworzenia zycia spotecznego, ktére ma swoj ideowy wzor i cel nie w naturze ludzkiej, lecz w pewnych ideach, co sprawito, ze polityka
w wielu przypadkach stata sie narzedziem ideologii, za$ samo zycie spoteczne cztowieka zostato poddane probom utopizacji.

W tym kontekscie rysuje sie istotne zadanie filozofii realistycznej, nie tylko jako $rodka przezwyciezajgcego ideologizacje i
utopizacje zycia spotecznego, ale przede wszystkim typu poznania odstaniajgcego prawde o cztowieku, konieczng dla tworzenia i
funkcjonowania zycia spotecznego na miare natury ludzkiej i jej przeznaczenia.

EDUCATION IN THE CHILDREN’S AND YOUNG PEOPLE’S HEALTH SAVING:
EUROPEAN RETROSPECTIV, BECOMING IN THE POLAND LANDS

Abstract. The article presents domestic researchers, who researched the retrospective of formation of pedagogical
models of health saving of growing personality : V. Bobrycka, Y. Boychuk, E. Bulych, I. Muravov, O. Vashchenko, S. Verhratski,
P. Zabludovski, |. Dacenko, P. Djurynski, T. Yermakova, V. Yefimova, N. Mogaricheva, L. Jovnirenko, S, Kyrylenko, V. Kuksa,
L. Sushchenko, S. Fil, O. Hudoliy, G. Malka, L. Sheremet and polish researchers L. Vynnychuk, B. Galonzka, M. Demel, T.
Drabchyk, P. Mazur, E. Pyasecki and others. Summarizing the content of the intelligence of the mentioned authors showed
that the most studied in the context of the topic of the article is the «ancient» period of human civilization and the Renaissance.
The article describes Jan Amos Komensky’s didactic aspects of optimization of health care of children and youth, highlights
the health-oriented dimensiom of John Locke’s gentleman’s upbringing, expressed Jean-Jacques Rousseau’s health-saving
pedagogical program.

THE QUESTION OF THEORY AND METHODS OF CHILDREN’S TEACHING
AND EDUCATION IN SPECIALIZED BOARDING SCHOOLS
OF TRANSCARPATHIA IN 20-30 YEARS OF THE XX CENTURY

Abstract. The study relevance is due to the contradictions between the society requirements to the teachers’ professional
competence improvement in the boarding education system and incomplete implementation in their preparation the
educational innovation and historical and pedagogical experience integration principle, as well as the necessity of institutional
establishments activities regional specifics consideration and their organization and activity content insufficient retrospectives
peculiarities’ study.

Purpose is to study on the holistic retrospective analysis basis the features of solving the theory and teaching and
educating children methods in specialized boarding schools in Transcarpathia 20-30 years of the twentieth century.

The methods: search and bibliographic - in order to study archival, library catalogs, collections, descriptions and
bibliographic publications; content analysis of archival sources and pedagogical periodicals’ materials to identify features of
solving the education and upbringing of children’s problem in specialized boarding schools.

Results. The article reviews the activities of specialized boarding schools in Subcarpathian Russia in the 20-30s years of
the twentieth century, during its involvement in the Czechoslovak Republic. Based on the analysis of archival sources and
pedagogical periodicals it was found out that in the territory of the Transcarpathia of those years children with physical,
mental and intellectual development disabilities in specialized boarding schools for the deaf and dumb (Uzhgorod), for
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the blind (Mukachevo), for children with mental retardation from (Velykyi Sevlyush) and a boarding school for the crippled
(Mukachevo), which were part of the structure of the Mukachevo State Orphanage.

It was found out that the Transcarpathians pedagogical community representatives took part in the international
conferences and congresses (Bratislava, 1930, Mukachevo, 1922, Pilsen, 1925, etc.), where they made reports on the
state of affairs in the Subcarpathian region. Russia, shared their experience of working with children who needed special
conditions of staying, education and upbringing. The fact that Transcarpathian teachers were familiar and used in their
work the European organizing the education and upbringing of children with physical and mental disabilities experience is
evidenced by their numerous publications in the pedagogical magazine "Teacher” (A. Voloshin, M. Dobey, V. Dovgun, I.
Zeikan, S. Kutsyn, A. Meshko, P. Svitlyk, I. Tymkanych, A. Chekan, etc.).

LANDSCAPE OF THE NATIVE LAND IN THE WORKS OF ARTISTS OF UKRAINE
AND THE WORLD, ITS EDUCATIONAL AND UPBRINGING SIGNIFICANCE

Abstract. The article covers the history and theoretical and methodological aspects of landscape development — one
of the most emotional genres of fine arts. Outstanding artists have shown in their works the beauty of their native land and
the ability to influence the emotions and consciousness of people through its means. Mastering the basics of painting in the
open air (open air) has long been a mandatory component of training in educational institutions of artistic and pedagogical
profile in Ukraine and abroad. This allows you to expand the possibilities of fine arts in the field of aesthetic education.
Nature, architecture and its surroundings on the plains, in the mountains and at sea became the object of the image in
the landscape. The special influence of the natural landscape on the child's personality, which was noted by prominent
teachers. Therefore, the relevance of the topic is obvious, especially for the modern school, where the fine arts in primary
school have not acquired the «status of citizenship». Drawing plants (flowers, trees), clouds, huts and landscapes in general
is provided by the program. It plays an important role in the independent work of students, but the lack of professional
training of teachers of fine arts and other factors do not allow to properly develop creative skills and education. This problem
is especially exacerbated by the use of modern information and computer technologies, which affect traditional activities in
and out of class, the choice of teaching methods, lead to lifestyle changes, inactivity, distance learning and other trends.
According to the National doctrine of education development in Ukraine, the professional pedagogical studies must be
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personality oriented. The future teacher must be trained not only as a subject teacher, but also a professional teacher
capable to communicate and interact with pupils and adults. A future educator has to know that pedagogical expedience of
his activity is at first the result of his mastering the psychological and pedagogical knowledge, secondly, investigation of the
rational use of his potential individuality in the process of pedagogical interactivity. The main feature of professional training
of future teachers has to be his social orientation, the orientation to meaningful values. Certainly the aesthetic and artistic
values have to be socially meaningful features created by humanity.

DEVELOPMENT OF INCLUSIVE EDUCATION IN THE CARPATHIANS

Abstract. The article reveals the main ways of introduction and development of inclusion in Prykarpattia; features of
educational inclusion on the basis of the analysis of activity of educational institutions of preschool, initial and average link are
characterized; the purpose, tasks and directions of development of inclusive infrastructure of the regional center are singled
out. The functional and semantic characteristics of the practical work of teachers of educational institutions on the way to
creating an inclusive environment are studied, generalized and revealed; processed and analyzed statistical data on the
inclusion of persons with special educational needs in mass educational institutions; identified the main gaps and omissions
of this process at the present stage; further prospects for development are outlined.

Keywords: inclusion, inclusive education, primary school, secondary education institutions, teacher, professional level,
team work, psychological and pedagogical support..

Inclusive education as an urgent need of time has covered all spheres of our life today. On the one hand, it is inclusion
in education: the creation of new, more humanistic educational institutions in a traditional school, in which students with
special educational needs study at the same level as their peers. On the other hand, it is social inclusion - one that involves
the humanization of human relations, the establishment of relations between different social groups, the provision of social
services to those who need them most. At the same time, we distinguish between political and economic inclusion, which
reflect the level of development of our entire society, country, settlement (city, village); political and economic readiness to
accept such persons into society, to create all necessary conditions for their living, study, treatment, professional activity,
participation in public and political life, etc. The multifaceted nature of the problem is indicative of the all-encompassing
scale of the inclusion of inclusion in our lives. However, practice shows that in different parts of our country, inclusion in
education is developing differently. Of course, this depends on the needs of educational institutions, the number of school-
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age children with disabilities in the area, subsidies from the state and local authorities, community activity and sponsorship;
the desire of society as a whole to support, help, create conditions for people with special needs for a full life.

The purpose of the article is to cover the problem of inclusive education development in Prykarpattya; highlighting the
most pressing issues and prospects in this area.

Presentation of the main material. In Prykarpattya and, in particular, in the regional center, inclusive education is
gradually paving its way. This is evidenced by the opening of new centers and institutions; new activities during the school
year in secondary schools, the Institute of Postgraduate Education, higher education, aimed to increase the professional
level of teachers in order to provide quality educational services to children with special educational needs. Issues of
inclusive education are increasingly raised at meetings of heads of local authorities and self-government, principals of
schools and preschools, social organizations, highlighting its various aspects: the availability of educational institutions to
receive quality educational services; raising the professional level of teachers and educators; raising funds; adaptation of
educational premises and environment; cooperation with families and more.

According to the report on the work of the Department of Education and Science of Ivano-Frankivsk City Council as
of 2019, in our city there was active work to create the necessary conditions for the inclusion of preschool and school
children with various types of developmental disabilities in mainstream schools (Report on the work of the Department
of Education and Science, 2019). Thus, in 2019, a number of measures were taken to expand the network of preschool
education institutions in the city. Today in Ivano-Frankivsk has trained about 9828 preschool children in such preschool
institutions (Fig. 1):

In order to introduce and develop inclusive education in preschool institutions (a total of 25), 53 inclusive groups were
opened, in which preschool children with different types of nosologies could study.

The relevance and demand for inclusive education testify to the disappointing statistics on the large number of people
with special educational needs, provided by medical institutions in our region. In particular the results conducted in 2019 by
pediatricians month and preventive examination 29,348 school children found that all the patients are those who have some
form of developmental disorders, such as:

speech development disorders - 1353 children;

visual acuity disorders - 1611 children;

posture disorders - 102 children and with scoliosis - 60 children;
with delayed physical development - 25 children;

with disabilities - 673 children.

The recorded data of reports of medical institutions on the constant growth of the total number of children of different ages
with one or another type of developmental disorder are disappointing. On the one hand, this is evidence of improper ecology
in our region, and on the other - a low level of education of the people to preserve their own and Health ' | other (reproductive
health ' |, nutrition, healthy sleep, active lifestyle and sports, etc.), failure to comply with health lifestyle, inadequate medical
services and so on.

In furthering the year (01.06. 2018 - 01.08. 2019 g.) Utility company "inclusive resource center” of the city recorded about
470 calls from parents whose children requiring correction of physical and / or mental disabilities.

Accordingly, the number of persons with different types of violations is (Table 1).

In percentage terms, the number of children with different types of nosologies living and studying in our city is shown in:

2) intellectual impairment — 29;

) mental retardation — 101;

) autism — 36;

) severe speech disorders — 158;

) musculoskeletal disorders — 41;

Shown in indicators are not evidence that only this number of children with various types of developmental disorders live in
our city, as these are only data on appeals to the IRC. However, these figures suggest that the situation is complex and needs to
be addressed immediately to provide this category of children with appropriate educational, medical, social and other services;
introduction of inclusive education at all its levels (preschool, primary, secondary, higher, etc.). That is why the employees of
the "inclusive -resource center " are performing a comprehensive assessment of psychological and educational development;
participate in the development of an individual program for the development of a child with special educational needs; carry
out maintenance of this category of persons in the inclusive first training; provide correctional and development services, etc.
Along with that, "inclusive resource center” organizes a series of measures aimed at creating in our city a barrier-free inclusive
environment that will allow us to implement plans and to satisfy the interests of children with special educational needs. The main
ones are: organization of the location "Inclusive town" for children with special educational needs; holding joint family holidays,
drawing exhibitions and more.

In terms of reforming traditional education and implementation of inclusive education in our city, special attention is paid to
strengthening the health of children, ensuring physical activity, intensification of physical culture and health among students. In
turn, the continuation of inclusive education in kindergartens is its development at the next stage - in secondary schools of our
city. Educational network of general secondary education institutions in our city as of 2019/2020 years included (Table 2).

As our study shows, compared to last year, the actual network of secondary schools has increased by 49 classes (a total of
1479 students). The network of primary schools has increased by 20 grades (492 students), the growth rate is 8%. Number of
elementary school students is 12,947 people, which is the highest and the figure for the last 20 years.

According to the legal framework of inclusive education, its implementation in educational institutions of our city began to
take place quite actively last year. Thus, children with developmental disabilities who have reached school age have the right
to choose the educational institution that is located near their place of residence or at will. In addition, the city implements a
number of measures for their socialization and integration into society by creating appropriate conditions and various centers,
centers, as well as involving families, members of the public, social institutions to participate in the educational process. For
example, in our city there is a Training and Rehabilitation Center, which enrolls 142 children, 50% of whom have the opportunity
to receive education under the educational programs of general secondary education. In order to promote and implement
inclusive education during 2019-2020 years. were discovered inclusive classes, which enrolled 120 children with special needs;
6 inclusive extended day groups were opened for 7 children with special educational needs. Along with that, put 104 workloads
of teachers and in accordance with 6 of assistant teachers of the extended day groups.

The adaptation and modification of educational institutions to the needs of students with developmental disabilities is also
indicative. For example, the two schools of our city (No 1, 17) created the resource room for emotional first Unloading spare
schoolchildren, created resource rooms for emotional relief of students, relieving stress and reducing anxiety, increasing the
level of cognitive activity, creating opportunities for individual lessons with specialists. Local authorities and the Department of
Education and Science are striving to computerize educational institutions; equip schools appropriately equipment and devices
that are essential for the organization of inclusive education.

Instead, in early 2019 the first steps were taken to individualize the education of children (educational institutions of lvano-
Frankivsk at the request of parents in accordance with the Regulations on the individual form of 10 students transferred to the
family form of education); various available forms of education are considered.

Along with that, in our city are organized and provided conditions for teacher training courses for the typical educational
program developed under the concept of the new Ukrainian school. Teachers have passed the obligatory stage of advanced
training on the website of the online education studio EdEra (three sessions - 72 hours of training) under the Standard
educational program of advanced training of teachers. In order to prepare teachers for work in the New Ukrainian School
and inclusive education, various forms of in-service teacher training are systematically conducted, such as webinars, seminars
("Organization of effective use of interactive teaching aids in the New Ukrainian School™), workshops, conferences, trainings
training ("Professional competence of a teacher of the New Ukrainian school”, "Innovative technologies in primary school:
prospects and deltas”); - a workshop and (“STEM-education in elementary school™) and so on.

Therefore, the above suggests that inclusion is gradually developing and gaining momentum in the Carpathians and not only
in the field of education, but also in the other areas of life.

INFLUENCE OF SOCIOCULTURAL ENVIRONMENT ON THE FORMATION
OF EDUCATIONAL CONCEPTS OF FAMILY ETHNOPEDAGOGY

Abstract. In this study the author considers folk pedagogy as one of the main factors for creating an educational system
in the modern Ukrainian school and its further development and formation of a highly educated, spiritually rich and morally
stable personality brought up on national values, customs, traditions and native culture, which is the most important for
youth during their ethnic identification and entry into the Ukrainian society.The author outlines that it is the family that acts
as the sphere of forming ideals, world view, interests, primary value orientations and develops the child's social aspirations.
The task of modern education is to prepare the pedagogical culture of parents and provide them with knowledge and
possession of effective means and methods of developing the child’'s consciousness and behavior. The very first way to
regulate relationships is to establish emotional and value communication in the family. Interpersonal communication in the
family helps to establish friendly, truthful and sincere relationships with children, develop and enrich family traditions and
customs and raise children on positive examples of the family. At the same time the family meets the most important
personal needs, the importance of which is constantly growing. Among them is the need for trustful communication, empathy
and participation. That is why parents should pay more attention to their children and communicate with them more actively
if it is possible.lt is the increase of the pedagogical level of parents that will make it possible to turn family upbringing into
a goal controlled, successful process of development and upbringing of the child. The pedagogical culture of parents is a
set of knowledge, emotional manifestations and skills of psychological and pedagogical nature, which provide the activities,
education and development of the child. Knowledge of age and individual characteristics of the child, patterns and stages of
his mental and physical development, needs, interests and values. Pedagogical culture of parents is a personal education,
which is expressed in a value-oriented orientation parents for the full upbringing and development of the child, the ability to
reflect, self-control, regulation of their behavior, creative mastery of psychological and pedagogical technology, knowledge,
humanistic style of interaction with the child.

SCIENTIFIC LANGUAGE CULTURE OF THE FUTURE MASTER
AS A COMPONENT OF HIS PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE

Abstract. The article is devoted to the problem of formation of scientific language culture (ecology) of the future masters.
The authors define the culture (ecology) of the Ukrainian scientific language as the perfect level of knowledge of scientific
language of the future masters, in particular the norms of the Ukrainian literary language, scientific style, and its varieties.

The study results showed that the level of scientific language (both oral and written) of the future masters is mostly
average and low. The material for the study was the scientific texts of undergraduates: master's theses, articles, scientific
reports, etc. (total 210 units). We analyzed them to identify linguistic and stylistic errors. We also conducted a survey (oral
and written) of the future masters, the purpose of which was to identify the state of mastery of scientific Ukrainian language.
According to the respondents, usually the majority of teachers (57%) does not pay attention to the language side of scientific
work. 43% of undergraduates said that their supervisors pointed out errors in the text of the work and encouraged them to
edit the scientific text.

The article analyzes typical errors in students’ scientific texts, indicates their causes and outlines ways to eliminate them.
It was found that most mistakes in master's theses and scientific articles of students occur when choosing the right terms;
students often do not know how to use them properly, nor correctly translate into Ukrainian a term from Russian or English.
There is a need to edit a scientific text. The large percentage of errors (94%) is due to the influence of the Russian language,
which is constantly experienced by the Ukrainian scientific language.

We also asked undergraduates whether they had enough of the knowledge they received at the university to write a
master's thesis. 76% of respondents emphasized that in the course of studying the discipline "Fundamentals of Scientific
Research” teachers usually "did not pay much attention” to the linguistic and stylistic editing of a scientific text. In our
opinion, it would be expedient to teach this subject to a philologist who would emphasize to students the norms of the
Ukrainian scientific language. It is also worth offering undergraduates an elective course on the basics of scientific text
editing. These and other measures would contribute to the formation of scientific language culture of the future masters.

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DEVELOPMENT OF SPEECH CULTURE IN THE CONTEXT OF PROFESSIONAL
TRAINING OF FUTURE PRIMARY SCHOOL TEACHERS

Abstract. The article is dedicated to the problem of speech culture formation of future primary school teachers as a
component of the professional characterization of pedagogical skills. It substantiates the theoretical and methodological
foundations of the speech culture formation of pedagogical institutions students. The main approaches to the formation of the
speech culture of future teachers are defined, such as competence, subjective-activity, integrative, and cultural. It is proved
that professional training of students is a holistic, systematical, and interactive process, which determines the personal
growth of the future teacher, provides professional adaptation and contributes to the successful implementation of socio-
pedagogical activities. To determine the content of the teacher's speech culture, the educational standard was analyzed. It
is the process in which the requirements for the results of studying the basic educational programs of the bachelor's degree
were revealed, including general cultural and professional competencies that the graduate must obtain. It is known that
students come to the university with a certain culture of speech. It can be satisfactory or lacking, rich or poor, deformed
or low, and so on. The task of the teacher is to bring the student’s speech to the level required by the teacher, because
the teacher's speech is a means of teaching and education, it differs in its purpose, place, and role in solving pedagogical
problems. It is concluded that the bachelor's speech culture is rooted in future professional activities. The analysis allowed
us to conclude that the graduates’ speech culture of pedagogical specialties has higher requirements. These requirements
are reflected in the formation of such competencies as the ability to logically and correctly build oral and written speech, the
ability to use public speaking skills, discussion and controversy, knowledge of the basics of the professional language culture.
The result of training primary school teachers implies their readiness to obtain the art of speech, namely: its richness, vocal
characteristics, the external manifestation of the essence of speech (facial expressions, pantomime, position, distance). The
implementation of the mastery of the speech culture requires special preparation on the part of primary school teachers, the
formation of their language competence, the foundations that are laid in the process of their professional training.

Introduction. The teacher is an active subject of the educational process. The main component of their general
and professional culture is the speech culture - as a part of pedagogical skills.

In professional and pedagogical activities, the teacher's speech becomes a major, professionally significant factor,
a tool for influencing learners, and a method of interaction with their parents. The success of the interaction between
the subjects of the educational process is determined by the level of the language culture. In this case, it is a
mandatory component.

Professional speech skills are important for teachers of all levels, but for primary school teachers, this skill becomes
especially critical. After all, the success of their professional activity depends on how well a teacher can clearly and
simply formulate thoughts, speak competently, logically, figuratively, have a nonverbal expression of speech. The
primary school teacher must be able to inspire in students love of beauty, teach them to use the art of words, not just
rules on paper, and to model different life situations in a literature lesson and reflect them into the present. All this is
impossible to achieve without a speech culture.

Aim and tasks research. To strengthen the practical orientation of the bachelor's professional training, it is
necessary to pay attention to the formation of their speech culture. It is important how the teacher is prepared for the
development and learning of speech of the younger generation. The development of a learner's speech should begin
with the development of teachers' speech. However, we do not see anything that even remotely resembles such a
task. Of course, this weakness must be overcome.

Research methods. Following this goal, a set of research methods was used, specifically: analysis, synthesis,
interpretation, systematization, generalization, modeling.

Research results. The teacher's speech culture is a model for students, his business card because it's a success
not only in everyday communication but also in professional activity and it depends on how competently their expresses
themselves. For the teaching profession it is not enough to have an average level of speech culture, it must be at a high
level of perfection. High speech culture is the ability to convey one's thoughts, and correctly, accurately to use language.
But the culture of speech is not just about passing the rules of language. It also consists of the ability to find the exact
means to express one's opinion most intelligibly (i.e. most clearly) and most appropriately (i.e. suitable for the case) and
therefore stylistically justified (Ozhegov S.1., 1974).

Practice convincingly shows that the underdevelopment of the speech culture harms the professional activities of
teachers. Insufficiently developed speech culture of the teacher affects both the ability to properly express their thoughts,
and the ability to promote the formation of the speech culture of the speaker.

The speech culture is an integral part of the general professional and pedagogical teacher culture. The need for its
formation is called by the fact that the teacher is constantly involved in the process of communication, which includes a
diverse and multifaceted relationship with those who become speakers: with pupils, their parents, colleagues. Depending
on the sphere of communication, the speech culture causes its influence on the speaker. For pupils, the teacher's speech
is not only a means of education but also a means of forming the language culture of the younger generation, because the
teacher's speech is a model for them. For parents, the speech culture of the teacher is the formation of their authority. In
the teaching staff, the culture of the teacher's speech expresses the level of culture in general.

It is known that a student comes to the university with a definite speech culture. It can be sufficient or insufficient, rich
or poor, deformed or low, and so on. The task of the teacher is to bring the student’s speech to the level needed for the
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teacher, because the teacher's speech is a means of teaching and education, it differs in its purpose, place, and role in
solving pedagogical problems.

The development of speech culture of future teachers is a socially significant requirement. Society needs a teacher
who has a high professional level of proficiency in the speech culture to communicate fully with students, parents, and
colleagues, be able to create a comfortable climate in the educational process. The above facts emphasize the importance
and necessity of increasing the role of university education in the formation of the bachelor's speech culture in the process
of their professional training.

In recent years, the system of vocational education in our country is experiencing a period of change and transformation,
which leaves its imprint on the professional training of teachers. This is due to the modernization of the educational
system content. After the development of strategies for modernization of education content in Ukraine, there is a radical
reorientation of the assessment of learning outcomes from the concepts of "education”, "preparedness” to the concept of
"competence” of students. That is a large bet which is placed on the competence approach in teaching (Higher education
reform strategy in Ukraine until 2020, 2015).

The government's strategy to modernize the education content assumes that the updated content will be based on
"key competencies”, and the main result of the educational institution should not be a system of knowledge, and skills but
a set of key competencies in intellectual, civil, communication, information, and other spheres.

Thus, the purpose of education began to correlate with the formation of key competencies. In this regard, one of the
areas of education modernization is the competence approach. Modern researchers, speaking of the competency approach,
define it as "a strategic direction of development and modernization of the domestic educational space”, "an individual-
oriented approach”, "direction of modernization of Ukrainian education”, "a key part of innovation and professional culture”.

Note that the competency approach emphasizes that a professional must not only have knowledge but also have
certain personal characteristics - competence. From this point of view, professional training should primarily form in
students the ability to use knowledge in practice, rather than just having information (Khutorskii A.V., 2007). Analysis of the
literature showed that competence is understood as an integral part of the professional competence of a specialist, which
is characterized by a set of knowledge, skills, abilities, and methods of activity and contributes to the readiness of teachers
to carry out professional activities (Freud S., 2014). Competence is a creative integration of competencies formed by a
person, necessary for the effective solution of professional tasks in a particular field of activity.

The competency approach is recognized as the most popular due to the radical changes taking place in the field of
education. It should be remarked that the peculiarity of the competency approach is the focus on changing the goals and
technologies of the educational process, ensuring that students learn the basic competencies, such as:

key (ensuring successful pedagogical activities in general),
subject (ensuring the successful teaching of a particular discipline);
special (ensuring the solution of related pedagogical tasks).

The presence or absence of these competencies allows us to estimate the quality of learning effectiveness. This
approach turned out to be basic, and we investigated the problem of forming the speech culture of the teacher. Language
culture is an integral part of general culture, one of the competencies of which is the ability to logically, correctly build
oral and written speech, the ability to use public speaking skills, discussion, and controversy, to have the basics of the
professional language culture.

Subject-activity approach - considers the individual as a subject of the action, which itself is formed in the activity and
communication with other people, determines the nature of this activity (Vygotskii L.S., 1996).

At the heart of the subject-activity approach is the substantiation of professional training of students. It is noted that the
development of personality (subject) is in close dependence with the activity in which it is involved.

The subjective position reflects and builds individuality, independence, going beyond a given activity. It also develops
prospects for further self-development and gives the activity a unique, personal identity, which characterizes the way of
personal and professional existence of a person. The development of the subjective position is inextricably linked with the
presence of motivation to achieve, which causes a stimulating effect on the flow of mental processes, and thus mobilizes
the creative forces of the individual.

Thus, the subject-activity approach is focused on the study of the student as a subject of professional training from a
procedural point of view: its main mechanisms are self-esteem, reflection, self-development, self-realization, self-regulation.

The implementation of the subject-activity approach in our study is focused on the study of the bachelor as a subject
of professional training from a procedural point of view. Speech formation is individual-oriented in nature and is realized
mainly in the daily interaction of professional and pedagogical activities.

Integrative approach essence is the interaction of the educational process subjects, aimed at the organization and
implementation of the student's search activities, active and independent acquisition of knowledge, and mastery of
application methods in terms of internal disciplinary and interdisciplinary synthesis.

The integrative approach in teaching is based on the integration of pedagogical process components and is aimed at
realizing the intellectual and creative potential of a person capable of a high level of generalization, alternative thinking,
creating a systemic picture of the world (Vozniuk O. V., 2009).

The cultural approach is a set of theoretical and methodological equipment, organizational and pedagogical actions
aimed at creating conditions for the development and transfer of pedagogical values and technologies that provide creative
self-realization of the future teacher's personality in professional activities.
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The cultural approach regards the problem of values, to the acquisition of which the bachelor is involved in the process
of his professional training (Anishchenko V., 2013).

The essence of the cultural approach is to consider the student’s personality through the prism of the concept of culture,
which allows to define it in training as a free, active personality capable of self-determination as a result of communication
with other individuals, cultures, both within the current life cycle and in communication. with the achievements of past epochs.

In our study, the implementation of the cultural approach is associated with determining the priority of speech culture in
the educational process as part of the general culture of personality and means of achieving the goals of the educational
process of forming the students’ personality culture.

The basics of speech culture are formed in the university in the process of achieving a bachelor's degree.

Teacher training has always occupied one of the leading places in the system of pedagogical education.

Professional training is a system that aims to accelerate the acquisition by students of skills necessary to perform a
particular job or group of jobs.

Defining the essence of professional training in the pedagogical dictionary we find the definition that it is the development
of social experience to subsequently apply it to perform specific tasks of practical, cognitive, or curriculum related to a
particular activity. In a narrower sense, it is specialized coaching.

Theoretical foundations of professional students training in the system of higher pedagogical education are revealed in
the works of domestic and foreign scientists.

Professional student training is a holistic system, and interactive process that determines the personal growth of the future
teacher, provides professional adaptation and contributes to the successful implementation of socio-pedagogical activities.

Professional training is characterized by personal experience gained in the process of joint activities of teachers and
students and becomes a tool of professional activity (Savych L., 2010).

Teacher training is a purposefully organized, and systematically carried out learning process with professional, i.e.
special knowledge, practical skills, skills of effective activity under the guidance of experienced teaching staff of the
university. Thus, professional training is aimed at forming professionally competent specialists, and qualified staff.

Considering the problem of modern teachers' professional training, scientists remark that to solve the problems posed
by society to the school at the present stage can be a teacher who has developed a systematic vision of the pedagogical
process as a holistic phenomenon and readiness for its implementation. Therefore, it is especially important to look for
conditions that would contribute to the formation of professionalism of the future teacher.

Summarizing the obtained information, we can conclude that despite the different opinions of scientists, all researchers
are tended to the fact that training is a set of special knowledge, skills, and abilities that allow working in a particular field.

To determine the content of the teachers' speech culture, the educational standard was analyzed.

Studying the standard, we have identified the requirements for the results of learning the basic educational programs
of the bachelor's degree, including general cultural and professional competencies that the graduate must obtain. The
analysis allowed us to conclude that the speech culture of pedagogical specialties graduates has higher requirements.
These requirements are reflected in the formation of such competencies as the ability to logically and correctly build oral
and written speech, the ability to use public speaking skills, discussion and controversy, knowledge of the basics of the
professional language culture.

Conclusions and prospects for further research.

To sum up, we can conclude that the culture of the bachelor's speech is embedded in future professional activities.
It presupposes both the mastery of the speech culture by the teacher and the learning and development of the
younger generation’s speech. The result of training primary school teachers implies their readiness to learn the art of
speech, as its richness, vocal characteristics, the external manifestation of the essence of speech (facial expressions,
pantomime, position, distance). The implementation of the level of mastery of the speech culture requires special
training on the part of primary school teachers, the formation of their language competence, the foundations that are
laid in the process of their professional training.

FORMATION OF NATURAL SCIENTIFIC COMPETENCE OF FUTURE PRIMARY
SCHOOL TEACHERS: DEFINITIVE SCIENTIFIC DISCOURSE

Abstract. The article reveals the substantive and methodological features and productive experience of using educational
and game technologies in the formation of natural science competence of future primary school teachers. The scientific
approaches to the interpretation of game activity as a kind of pedagogical technologies are analyzed. The structure,
content, methods, and other aspects of the implementation of initial game technologies developed in the psychological
and pedagogical literature are revealed. It is substantiated that the use of educational and game technologies in natural
science training of future primary school teachers provides for the purposeful application of a set of methods, techniques
and tools for organizing the pedagogical process, focused on solving specific cognitive tasks, focused on solving specific
educational and cognitive tasks. The productive practical experience of using educational and game technologies in
natural science is presentedtraining of future teachers (natural quest, biodesign, etc.) and primary school students.

ORGANIZATION OF STUDENT’S INDEPENDENT WORK OF STUDENTS
IN STUDYING THE GENERAL COURSE OF PHYSICS IN PHYSICAL
SPECIALTIES OF HIGHER EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. Independent work today remains the main means of obtaining deep fundamental knowledge by students and
developing in them the desire to continuously acquire new knowledge, skills and abilities. The purpose of the work is to
analyze the state of independent work of students in free economic education and the system of its organization and
conducting during the study of the section "Optics” general physics course in physical specialties of Precarpathian National
University named after Vasyl Stefanyk To achieve this goal, the following research methods were used: analysis of scientific
and pedagogical literature, synthesis, generalization, systematization, which made it possible to clarify the features of the
process of organizing independent work of students of physical specialties.

Based on the theoretical analysis and the experience of the authors of the article, the organization and conduct of
independent work of students in the process of studying the general course of physics in the "Optics” section, students
of physical specialties concluded that: in the independent work of a student, one should understand any of his activities
aimed at acquiring knowledge, skills and abilities necessary for him in his future professional activity; independent work of
students is effective only if it is properly planned and organized, high-quality provision of its educational and methodological
support with the widespread use of information technologies, independent work of a student will be successful only through
the implementation of clear control over its implementation and its objective assessment by the teacher, the division of
independent work into classroom and out-of-class work is purely conditional and has no basis whatsoever. The article
considers the forms and methods of independent work of students, together with high-quality educational and methodological
support of the educational process, practically form a certain training system, which should reveal the creative abilities of
students, prepare them for an active search, and cause the need to improve their skills.

SCIENTIFIC FUNDAMENTALS OF THE PROCESS OF FORMATION
OF CRITICAL THINKING OF FUTURE PRIMARY SCHOOL TEACHERS

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyze the scientific foundations of the process of forming critical thinking of
future primary school teachers. Objectives of the study: to analyze scientific interpretations of the content of the concept of
«critical thinking of the teacher»; to identify scientific approaches to the development of technologies for the formation of
critical thinking of students of pedagogical free economic zones.

The urgency of the problem of formation of critical thinking of future specialists in the period of intensive social and
economic changes in Ukraine is revealed in the article. Only a critical educator is capable of creative innovation. A teacher
who does not have critical thinking cannot teach his students to think critically.

The author of the article notes that in the scientific literature there are many interpretations of the concept of «critical
thinking». It is seen primarily as one aspect of reflection. Critical thinking necessarily involves both positive and negative
evaluation of the thought process and its results. Characteristic features of critical thinking, scientists call its systematization
and ability to generalize. In this regard, it is important to master a number of techniques of intellectual activity. Scientists
consider critical thinking inseparable from creative thinking.

The author notes that the development of critical thinking is a difficult task. This quality develops in the process of solving
problematic pedagogical situations. It covers the formation of future teachers’; system of knowledge about the essence
of this phenomenon (thinking, reflection, pedagogical and critical thinking), mastering the means and methods of forming
critical thinking (methods, techniques, forms, tools, technologies).

The author of the article identified a number of methodological approaches to solving the problem of forming students’; critical
thinking. The personal- pragmatic approach is realized in individual and group forms of training of students, in dialogic activity, in
game interaction. The situational approach involves the formation of cases of problematic pedagogical situations, their modeling,
analysis and solution. The activity approach includes teaching students to plan (determine the purpose, content, forms, methods)
and implementation of pedagogical activities (regulation, control, critical self-analysis and self-assessment of achieved results).

Based on the analysis of the works of scientists, the author identifies the most important characteristics of the technology
of formation of critical thinking of students: equality of subjects of study; the role of the teacher as a facilitator of the
educational process; creating an educational environment where there is an atmosphere of search and openness, natural
cooperation and communication; belief in the strength of the student, support for his active position in learning, etc.

INTEGRATING ASPECT OF STUDYING THE HISTORY OF UKRAINIAN LITERATURE
IN THE PROCESS OF THE FUTURE TEACHERS OF THE UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE
AND LITERATURE TRAINING

Abstract. The article emphasizes the important aspect of literary studies training of the students of speciality Ukrainian
language and literature - the study of the course «History of Ukrainian Literature». The purpose of the investigation is to
determine the theoretical and methodological principles of integrating study of the history of Ukrainian literature and to
represent formation of integration and literary competence of future teachers of Ukrainian language and literature on this
basis. The theoretical and empirical methods of scientific research were used in the process of investigation. The analytical-
synthetic and comparative methods were applied in the process of studying scientific sources. The empirical method was
used during the process of this issue studying in real learning conditions. The content and methodological support of the
integrating study of the history of Ukrainian literature was presented in the research. The dfferent types of integration are
revealed: extra-subject, intra-subject, inter-artistic, which are realized at the semantic level. The interconnection with the
adjacent humanities is highlighted. Intra-subject integration between the sections of literary science on fiction, biography,
comparative studies and among literary disciplines is illustrated by the example of elaboration of the writers’ biography
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and creativity. The possibilities of inter-artistic integration are revealed in the process of perception and understanding
of fiction with other arts. The article outlines the integration at the activity level, which occurs through the introduction
of innovations in to the traditional educational process of innovations: critical thinking technologies, information and
communication technologies; combination of different forms of education: classroom and extracurricular; educational and
research activities. The study presents the means (multimedia presentations of lectures, audio and video recordings),
methods (problem, heuristic, illustration), which are applied during the integration study of the subject «History of Ukrainian
Literature». It is proved that in the process of such learning the integration-literary competence is formed, which is shown
through motivational-value, cognitive-reflexive, creative-activity components.

DEVELOPMENT OF METHODOLOGICAL CULTURE OF FUTURE LECTURERS OF
HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS AT THE STAGE OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING

Abstract. The article deals with the problem of developing the methodological culture of future lecturers of higher
education institutions (HEI) at the stage of professional training. It is focused on the need to prepare future lecturers to
working with student youth.

The article presents the characteristics of the methodological culture of a lecturer of higher education institution,
substantiates the necessity of its development for successful professional activity in conditions of reforms in higher education,
analyzes the features and functionality of the pedagogical environment, its role in the system of professional training of
future lecturers. It analyzes scientific approaches to the definition of the concept of «<methodological culture» and specifies
the nature of the phenomenon called «methodological culture of the future HEI lecturer». It offers the ways to develop the
methodological culture of the future lecturer at the stage of obtaining the master’s degree as well.

The relevance of the article is evident in the substantiation of the content and components of the methodological
culture of the future HEI lecturer; in the training of a lecturer who has mastered new technologies, methods, forms, means
of teaching and educating student youth; in identifying potential opportunities within the educational space of an higher
education institution.

Abiding by pedagogical conditions (filling the content of disciplines with knowledge about methodological culture
of the HEI lecturer; use of interactive technologies in order to increase the motivation of students to develop their own
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methodological culture; taking into account age-related peculiarities of student youth) provides constant purposeful influence
on development of the researched quality.

The author proves the importance of developing the methodological culture of the lecturer as one of the important personal
and professional qualities and notes that this is a complex, multilevel and systematic formation. The article emphasizes that
the content of the subjects of the psychological and pedagogical cycle taught in the specialty «Educational, Pedagogical
Sciences» promotes the growth of professionalism, enrichment of knowledge as well as ensures the development of a
holistic creative personality and forms the methodological culture of future lecturers.

Despite the large number of scientific papers dealing with the study of various aspects of the methodological culture
of the future lecturers of higher education institution, it should be noted that there is no well-established definition of this
concept in the psychological and pedagogical literature yet.

Research methods were aimed at describing the essence of the article content, a presenting the holistic view of the
problem mentioned in the title.

The results of scientific research showed that there is an urgent need to improve scientific idea about the essence
and structure of the concept of «methodological culture of the future HEI lecturer», to identify its structural components,
principles and factors of its formation. Research of the methodological culture of the future lecturers with an aim to improve
the efficiency of further professional activity and development of their professional and personal qualities deserves further
consideration.

FORMATION OF CREATIVE ABILITIES OF JUNIOR SCHOOLCHILDREN
IN THE PROCESS OF ARTISTIC ACTIVITY

Abstract. The change of the educational paradigm necessitates a rethinking of the sphere of formation of the creative
personality and the development of effective methods that correspond to modern theoretical principles and methodological
developments. Given that the abilities developed in artistic activity are extrapolated to all other activities of the individual, the
presented empirical study presents the author's method of forming the creative abilities of primary school children by means
of choreographic art. To achieve this goal, theoretical (generalization of pedagogical, psychological, art scientific works,
normative documents and educational publications), empirical (study, analysis and generalization of experience of children’s
amateur creative associations; conversations, surveys, independent characteristics, product analysis) were used. activities;
pedagogical experiment) and statistical methods (method of mathematical statistics).
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Criteria for the formation of the studied quality justifiably chosen emotional-sensory, basic individual-functional,
value-creative.

The method involves a phased (motivational-perceptual, compilative-transformative, productive-creative) implementation
of a system of creative tasks of "open” type (tasks-analogies, tasks for the formation of skills to interpret and improvise
with dance vocabulary, tasks for self-perception, tasks for enriching dance vocabulary, tasks for mastering elementary
acting skills, tasks of partial-problematic nature, tasks for mastering the basics of dance composition) with observance of
necessary and sufficient pedagogical conditions (creation of pedagogically comfortable educational environment; motivation
of creative interpretive and improvisational activity of primary school children in choreographic activity; use innovative forms
and methods). Their interrelation in the educational process of choreographic education of children of primary school age
provides a constant purposeful influence on the formation of the studied quality.

Critical analysis of experimental data led to the conclusion that the effectiveness of creative plastic and figurative self-
expression of junior high school students depends on creating emotionally enriched situations in the choreographic creative
process, providing individual trajectory of development, systematic practice in ways of transforming activities type of activity
in the implementation of their own "l-concept”.

INTERACTIVE TECHNOLOGIES AS A TOOL

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the modern problem of improving the quality of education through the use
of new approaches and methods of teaching in the context of digitalization of education. In the article, the current state of
use of interactive learning technologies in the digital educational space is analyzed; a brief overview of educational resources
and online tools for interactive learning and the possibilities of their use are provided; the use of multimedia interactive
learning technologies as an effective means of teaching computer science is proposed; examples of the use of interactive
online tools in the study of computer science are given; the possibility of using collections of interactive exercises developed
using the Learningapps service is demonstrated; an example of the use of interactive technologies in the process of teaching
computer science in the fifth grade is given. There are shown the results of approbation, which mean that in the digital space
interactive learning technologies have significant educational and developmental potential: motivate and interest students,
ensure maximum activity of participants in the educational process, improve the quality of learning and its effectiveness.

DEVELOPMENT OF COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE
OF 15T GRADE STUDENTS BY MEANS OF EDUCATIONAL GAMES

Abstract. In the article the problem of peculiarities of formation of communicative competence of first grade students
with the help of educational games is analyzed. The initial level of formation of communication skills and abilities of
schoolchildren is experimentally researched. The difference between the concepts of «communicative competence» and
«language competence» is determined. The peculiarities are analyzed and the main ways of using games in the educational
process for developing primary school students’ communicative competence are determined.

The influence of educational games on the level of formation of communicative competence is characterized. It is noted
that communicative competence affects not only mastering the required amount of language and speech knowledge, but
also the process of forming primary school students’ skills of practical use of language in speech and reflects their skills of
communicating with others and ability to choose communication strategies and apply a set of relevant skills. The process
of formation of communicative competence of 1st grade students involves mastering the skills and abilities of using means
of verbal and nonverbal speech; development of dialogic and monologue speech; mastering the culture of oral and written
speech and development of skills to navigate in a variety of communicative situations.

It has been proved that educational games, because of repeated perception and reproduction of the material, provide
strong memorization of lexical units and grammatical structures and influence motivated transfer and use in new game
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situations. It is in the game that the primary school student acquires basic communication skills and abilities, develops the
qualities necessary for establishing contacts with peers.

The pedagogical requirements for the use of didactic games during morning meetings and lessons in primary school are
determined. In particular, it has been researched that games must correspond to age, individual characteristics and special
educational and, in particular, language abilities; the form and content of the game must be substantiated pedagogically and
didactically; it is obligatory to involve as many children as possible in the game and to use games in order to develop all kinds
of speech activities.

The article describes the author’s own pedagogical experience and provides guidelines for the use of educational games
in the primary school educational process.

Keywords: primary school student, educational process, communicative competence, language competence, educational game.

INTRODUCTION

Formulation of the problem. The urgency of the problem of forming the communicative competence of primary
school students is due to modern requirements for the organization of the educational process in primary school.
Today in Pedagogy the main thing is the choice of such forms and methods of student-centered teaching, which take
into account his/her interests, creative abilities, capabilities.

Primary school age is extremely favorable for mastering communication skills, because children of this age easily
develop listening abilities and articulation, they like to learn new words and phrases, master linguistic constructions,
strive to communicate and quickly gain speech experience.

The New Ukrainian School aims at introducing communicative competence, stating that «knowledge and skills,
interrelated with student’s values, form his/her life competencies necessary for successful life self-realization, study
and work» (New Ukrainian School, 2016, p. 10).

Analysis of research and publications. Some psychological and pedagogical aspects of communicative competence
and its formation, including in primary school, were studied by N. Bibik, M. Vashulenko, M. Zhynkina, T. Ladyzhynska, O.
Marushchak, L. Matsko, M. Oliyar, O. Khoroshkovska, etc.

The principle of competence approach to the organization of the educational environment using educational and
game activity for primary schoolchildren was researched by domestic scientists and methodologists - M. Bogdanovych,
O. Gaishtut, L. Koval, M. Kozak, L. Kochyna, M. Levshyn, N. Lystopad, G. Lyshenko, S. Logachevska, O. Mytnyk,
0. Savchenko, S. Skvortsova and others.

Philisophers F. Schiller, G. Spencer, and W. Wundt were the first to consider the role of the game. In particular,
F. Schiller noted that «Man only plays when he is in the fullest sense of the word a human being, and he is only fully a
human being when he plays» (Schiller, 1957, p. 15).

According to the outstanding educator V.O. Sukhomlynsky: «Without game there is no and can not be a full-fledged
mental development. The game is a huge bright window through which the life-giving stream of ideas, concepts about
the surrounding world flows into the spiritual world of the child. The game is a spark that ignites the fire of curiosity and
interest» (Sukhomlynsky, 1977, p. 95).

The purpose of the article is to analyze the influence of game on the formation of communicative competence of
primary school students.

According to the purpose the main tasks of research are defined: to analyze conditions of formation of 1st grade
students’ communicative abilities and skills and to define basic ways of using games in the educational process for the
purpose of formation of communicative competence of primary school pupils.

RESEARCH RESULTS

The analysis of psychological, pedagogical and methodological literature contributed to the consideration of
communicative competence of primary school students as an integral quality of a personality, which «is manifested in the
ability to form motivational and value basis of communication; master and apply language skills, establish and maintain
contacts with other people, using different ways of interaction; work effectively in groups; play different social roles»
(Marushchak, 2017, p.16).

To specify the concept of communicative competence, it is necessary to define the concept of «competence». We
agree to the analysis of dictionaries carried out by |. Cherezova, who notes that a competent person is a person who has
sufficient knowledge in a certain field, i.e. knowledgeable, intelligent, qualified, who has certain powers, full-fledged in
solving problems with competence. Competence, the author notes, is a range of issues in which someone is well aware
(Cherezova ., 2014, pp. 103-104).

Thus the process of formation of communicative competence of primary school students involves:

mastering skills and abilities of using means of verbal and nonverbal speech; development of dialogic and
monologue speech;

mastering the culture of oral and written speech;

mastering the norms of speech etiquette in situations of educational and everyday communication;

getting the skills of navigating in various communicative situations;

development of skills of using abilities of constructive communication in everyday life;

acquiring skills of working in a group, team and developing the skills of educational interaction and cooperation;
formation of the ability to critically evaluate other people’ opinions and actions.

Thus communicative competence affects not only the acquisition of necessary amount of language and speech
knowledge, but also the formation of primary school students’ skills of practical using of language in speech and reflects
the level of human communicative skills and the ability to choose communication strategies as well as apply the appropriate
set of skills.
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It should be noted that it is at the primary school age that a personality is formed, and easiness and skillfulness of the
student’s communication with people, establishing contacts, will influence his/her further studying at school or university,
work, in general, his/her lot and position in life. It is during this period that a person get to know how to be responsible, to
give and fulfill promises in order to establish contacts with the environment.

The study of the process of formation of 1st grade students’ communicative competencies is at the initial stage.
Therefore, we analyzed the level of formation of communicative skills and abilities of 1-B students Mykulychyn Secondary
School of I-lll levels (lvano-Frankivsk region) using the adapted classification (Finogenov, 2016, p. 61). The class consists
of 33 students. Observation and questioning of students in the process of morning greetings and lessons and their total
combination made it possible to determine the average percentage of the formation of communication skills.

In order to form communicative competence it’s worth:

1. During language and reading lessons to use basic vocabulary, which contributes not only to the development of
students’ active vocabulary and their speech activity, but also affects the in-depth understanding of the theoretical material
under study.

2. To use tasks that encourage students to work creatively.

3. To teach children to use reference and additional literature.

4. To create a favorable, comfortable microclimate in the classroom for interaction, cooperation, co-creation.

5. To determine the motivation of learning.

6. To create situations of success.

7. To introduce modern interactive technologies, because a creative personality can be educated only by a creative
teacher.

The game plays an important role in the formation of communicative competence of primary school students.

It is well-known that play is an important activity for primary school children. On one hand, it takes away psychological
barriers in communication, increases initiative and activity, stimulates positive emotions, has a positive effect on the cerebral
cortex, promotes lasting interest and love of primary school students to language learning.

Educational (didactic, cognitive, intellectual) games due to repeated perception and reproduction of the material
provide a strong memorization of lexical units and grammatical structures and affect the motivated transfer and use in new
game situations. It is in the game that the child acquires basic communication skills, he/she develops qualities necessary
for establishing contacts with peers.

However, in the process of using didactic games the following requirements should be observed:
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1. Games must correspond to age, individual characteristics and special educational and, in particular, language
abilities.

2. The form and content of the game must be justified pedagogically and didactically.

3. Involve as many children as possible in the game.

4. The use of games to develop all types of speech activity.

When organizing the educational process in primary school, teachers use didactic games, which are expressed in:

verbal forms;

can combine words and real objects;

can combine words and didactic material;
can combine words and actions.

Let’s analyze ways of using games for developing communicative competence in the first grade educational process.

Already in the 1st grade during Ukrainian language and reading lessons it is necessary to teach children to use both
dialogue and monologue. After all, cultural dialogic speech is an integral part of the communicative competence of primary
school students.

1st grade students are already involved in dialogic speech at the household level. However, in order to involve all
students in the dialogue, the following techniques should be used:

common work planning and choice of a common work partner;

use formulas «think - discuss with a friend - share with the class»;
defining the collective opinion;

construction of evaluative judgments according to the basic scheme, etc.

In order to develop the communicative competence of primary school students, we believe that during the first grade at
all stages of the lesson you can use elements of a game. | propose to consider the games that | use in practice using the
Standard educational program developed under the guidance of R. Shyyan (2018).

Using the textbook «Ukrainian language. ABC book» by G. Ivanytsa (2018), in the educational branch «Linguistic and
Literary» it is advisable to use such games.

During the conversation | introduce students to the following groups of words: (greetings - good afternoon, good
evening, good morning, hello; apology - sorry, | apologize; farewell - goodbye, all the best, good night; thanks - thank
you, very grateful; making a request- please, will you be so kind).

Introducing children to the topic «Story-telling. Role -play games. Using voice for creating an image. Improvisation» |
use the game «Telephone conversation». The teacher offers to play a dialogue over the phone. Students speak for the
caller and the teacher for the responding person. Mistakes made during the conversation are discussed and corrected
collectively.

When studying the topic «Oral remarks. All information in the dialogue. Monologue expressions. Usage of exclamatory
when addressing» it is advisable to use the game «What happened next?» Children make a semicircle. The teacher
(leader) picks up a stone (cone, chestnut, acorn) and says:

- | have a stone. Who to give it to? My question will be answered by... (child's name).

- Natalia, we came to school in the morning, entered the classroom. And what did we do then? (gives a stone to
Natalia).

Natalia answers: «We had a morning meeting. Michael, what happened next? (passes the stone to the next player). The
exercise continues.

Working on the topic «Dialogic speech: improving communication skills. Culture of communication. Expressing different
views on the topic of discussion» | offer children the game «Gardeners». Students play in pairs. Taking one card (image
of a fruit tree), they have a dialogue:

- I'll plant an apple tree.

- And I'll plant a pear tree.

- | will grow juicy, sweet, red apples.

- And | will grow tasty, yellow, delicious pears.

- I'll make an apple pie.

- And | will cook pear jam.

The teacher makes sure that if the child does not make language mistakes, he/she can «plant» a tree. The winner is the
one who plants more trees.

| use the following game to study the topic «Development of coherent speech. Reproduction of dialogues. Making
questions and answers to them». Game «Where does a color live?» Students make a circle. In the center - the leader with
the ball. The leader throws the ball and asks:

- What is your favorite color?

- Guess.

- Does your favorite color «live» in a banana?

- No, it doesn'’t.

- Does it «live» in strawberries?

-Yes, it does.

- Is it red?

- Yes, it’s red.

If the color is correct, children change roles. The game continues.
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Working on the topic «Story-role games. Using vocabulary and non-verbal means appropriate to the situation of
communication» we use the game «Conversation in the basket». The teacher offers students to praise themselves on
behalf of the fairy-talecharacter. For example:

- | am Sister Fox. | am so beautiful, smart, cunning and clever.

-And | am crooked-legged Duck. | know how to do everything, | help with the household, | am kind- hearted.

| also offer several games that should be used during morning meetings and studying the integrated course «l explore
the World» which also contribute to the formation of primary school students’ communicative competence.

Game «Presentation». The rule of the game is to make a performance for, for example, grandparents, in order to
demonstrate students’ products or reading a poem. This game promotes the formation of the ability to speak up for
the audience. It helps to cope with the fear of public speaking, that is common with children.

Game «What's going on in the picture?». The rule of the game promotes the development of a student’s
communication skills. The task of the game is to describe in detail what he/she can see in the picture: colors, people,
actions, etc.

Game «Finish the story». It is necessary to start the story and ask the children to finish it. The game promotes the
development of students’ vocabulary.

Game «Improvisation». We offer students to analyze several topics that are written on sheets of paper, folded and
put into a box. Then, in turn, students choose topics and improvise on them.

Game «Create a story». Before the game, students are told the contents of any book and shown illustrations from
the book. Tasks for children: to put the pictures in the correct order and retell the story using them.

Game «Emotional Charades». Different emotions are written on cards: happiness, sadness, anger, boredom, fear
and others. Ask your students to take a card and, without using words, express an emotion. This game is especially
useful for children who do not recognize emotions by facial expression.

Game «Leader change». The game teaches students to pay attention to nonverbal cues. One child plays the role of
a leader, standing in the center of the circle. She/he does simple actions, such as clapping hands or stamping feet
simultaneously expressing an emotion: smiling, frowning, and so on. Everyone in the circle must repeat the actions
after the leader. Then the leader have to find a replacement and give a sign: wink or nod. The leader changes, and
now everyone must repeat actions after the new leader.

Game «Phone». This is a classic communication game. Children make a circle. The first player whispers a phrase to
his/her neighbor. The same phrase is transmitted along the chain. After that, the first player pronounces the phrase
he/she passed to the second, and the last - the phrase heard. Most often, these phrases differ from each other.
Game «Twenty Questions». This game teaches students to ask direct questions. Players sit in a circle, one sits in
the center of the circle. The person in the center must imagine the person, place or object, and the other players
have to guess it. Players can ask the child in the center of the circle 20 general questions that can be answered
only "yes" or "no". If after 20 questions no one can guess the intended object, the child in the center of the circle
is considered the winner.

Thus, educational games effectively promote the development of communicative competence of primary school
students and its formation is based on such priority principles as humanization, democratization of the educational process,
replacement of authoritarian pedagogy with the pedagogy of tolerance.

BUCHOBKW TA NMEPCNEKTUBU NOAAJIbLUUX OOCNIAXXEHb

The formation of communicative competence directly depends on the suitability of selection and use of various,
most appropriate to the educational topic teaching methods, as well as on the activation of the entire educational
process. This can be achieved by using various tools and games as means of organizing the educational process
majoring in the formation of primary school students’ communicativeness. They make it possible to fully take into
account the age characteristics of children, develop initiative, create an atmosphere of freedom, independence,
creativity and create conditions for self-development.

In the future, this study should be organized defining the system of formation of communicative competence in
primary school educational process.

EDUCATION OF THE CULTURE OF COMMUNICATION
OF PRIMARY SCHOOL STUDENTS IN THE EXTENDED DAY GROUP
IN SCHOOLS OF THE MOUNTAIN REGION

Abstract. The article considers the peculiarities of the formation and development of the culture of communication of
children of primary school age in the different age group of the extended day. The essence of the concept of "culture of
communication” is analyzed and defined.

It is determined that primary school is the beginning of the most important process for the socialization of the individual
age period, as it contributes to the formation of an extended day group as a contact group where children learn new norms,
values, stereotypes of behavior. The influence of the organization of the beginning on the level of group relations, the content
of the social experience of each individual is noticed. It is noted that the primary school age is the most socially significant and
the most pedagogically insidious period, because deviations in the formation of personality are often masked by a protective
form of behavior (diligence, obedience). However, the primary school age is unique in the presence of experience of free
communication. It becomes the basis of cultural norms, which are tested later in a variety of communication situations. It is a
sensitive period in the formation of a culture of communication, as it is characterized by the following features: instinct, trust,
pliability, the need for emotional contact with peers, the tendency to imitate. All this contributes to the development of skills
to intelligently analyze, recognize and evaluate one’s actions and deeds, to seek and find ways to achieve the goal, to be able
to overcome obstacles and difficulties.

The different age of an extended day group is heterogeneous in its social situation and psychological characteristics.
Therefore, there are two periods: adaptation (6-9 years) and pre-adolescent (9-10 years).

The study of the process of forming a culture of communication was organized in a different age group of an extended
day in a primary school in a mountain environment. As our observations of students in extended day group and conversation
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with educators show, a characteristic feature of junior students’ communication is their close communication with adults,
which takes place in the learning process, at school (during the lessons and extended day group) and at home; informing
adults about their affairs and the affairs of the class; asking adults for information on specific issues (we often call them
“Chomuchki”). In elementary school, girls are more likely to initiate communication.

The main directions of formation of the culture of communication in the group of the extended day are defined: development
of culture of verbal and nonverbal communication, struggle against profanity, development of ability of attentive listening.

Keywords: Elementary school students, age group of extended day, communication culture, verbal and nonverbal
communication, profanity, attentive listening..

INTRODUCTION

Formulation of the problem. The challenges of the modern system of primary education are its democratization
and humanization, which contributes to the growth of social contacts, including primary school students in this process.
Therefore, teachers have a task to form a cultural, humanistically oriented, tactful, sociable personality. Of particular
importance becomes studies of the peculiarities of communication of primary school students in the age group of the
extended day, as previously analyzed mainly the communication of younger and older adolescents.

Analysis of scientific research. Theoretical principles of the communication process are defined in the works of:
I. Bekha, O. Bodalyov, L. Bueva, O. Kyrychuk, J. Kolomynsky, O. Leontiev, H. Liimetz, A. Mudryka, N. Pobirchenko, V.
Semichenko, V. Sukhomlinsky and others.

Sh. Amonashvili, K. Zhurba, B. Kobzar, V. Mukhina, G. Pustovit, O. Shestobuz and others studied the culture of
communication of junior schoolchildren.

Relevant aspects of the research are: the study of the culture of language communication (N. Voloshin, O. Korniyaka,
0. Protsenko), the culture of communication in extracurricular educational activities (K. Doroshenko, O. Matvienko, etc.).

At the present stage, attention is paid, especially during the Covid-19 pandemic, to the culture of virtual communication.
"When communicating in a virtual environment, you should also remember that here, as in real life, there are rules of
conduct, a kind of culture of virtual communication, which is also called netiquette™ (Yanchuk, 2014, p. 3).

AIM AND TASKS RESEARCH

The purpose of the article is to determine the features and main directions of forming the culture of communication
of primary school children in different age groups of the extended day. In accordance with the purpose, the main
objectives of the study are defined: to analyze the concept of "culture of communication of primary school children”,
to determine the periods of development of children of different age groups, to specify the main directions of
communication culture of primary school children in different age groups.

RESEARCH METHODS

To achieve this goal, methods of analysis and synthesis, abstraction, generalization, testing, questionnaires were
used, which made it possible to analyze the theoretical foundations of communication culture of primary school
children in different age groups and determine the main directions of this process.

RESEARCH RESULTS

Analyzing the concept of "culture of communication”, we note that in pedagogical science it is often considered as a
system of knowledge, skills and abilities to communicate, which according to the authors (V. Goreeva, O. Kulchytska, G.
Chaika, T. Chmut, etc.) is created, accepted and implemented at a certain stage of development of society and reflected
in the norms and rules of communication based on respect, friendliness and courtesy.

According to O. Shestobuz views, the culture of communication of younger students with peers reflects the integrated
quality of "personal knowledge, experience, interests and moral and ethical norms, which are manifested in communicative
interaction” with a certain structure (Shestobuz, 2013).

N. Grabar, M. Mazorenko believe that the culture of communication promotes the development of the ability to establish
feedback, the ability to respond to the feelings, thoughts, problems and concerns of another person (Grabar, Mazorenko,
2011).

We agree with the position of S. Verbeschuk, that "The culture of communication of primary school children is
considered as an integrated concept that includes socio-moral norms of behavior and culture of speech” (Verbeschuk,
2016, p. 185).

Analyzing modern research (l. Bekh, G. Genin, O. Korniyaka, O. Matvienko, V. Mukhina, A. Prokhorov, etc.) we note
that the early school age is a sensitive period in the formation of a culture of communication. It is characterized by
the following traits: instinct, trust, pliability, the need for emotional contact with peers, the tendency to imitate. All this
contributes to the development of skills to intelligently analyze, recognize and evaluate their actions and deeds, to seek
and find ways to achieve the goal, to be able to overcome obstacles and difficulties. Primary school is the beginning of the
most important process for the socialization of the individual age period, which contributes to the formation of an extended
day group as a contact group where children learn new norms, values, stereotypes of behavior. Note that not only the
level of group relations, but also the content of the social experience of each individual depends on how this beginning
is organized. However, psychologists call the primary school age the most socially significant and the most pedagogically
insidious period, because deviations in the formation of personality are masked by a protective form of behavior (diligence,
obedience) (Prokhorov, Genin, 1998).

On the other hand, the primary school age is unique in the experience of free communication. It becomes the basis of
cultural norms, which are tested later in a variety of communication situations. In the group of the extended day the level
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A
of culture of schoolboys, its specificity and features of communication determines, defines character of communication of
children.

However, the age group of an extended day is heterogeneous in its social situation and psychological characteristics.
It highlights certain stages, periods, which, given the psychological and pedagogical characteristics, can contribute to the
realization of the potential of the children’s group, but can inhibit the formation of a culture of communication.

According to the concept of A.V. Petrovsky we distinguish two periods: adaptive (6-9 years) and pre-adolescent (9-10
years).

Each period is characterized by the peculiarities of children's communication with adults and peers, which are
determined by the social position and the impact of educational activities on the communication system in the age group
of an extended day.

A characteristic feature of the adaptation period (6-9 years) is a new stage in the development of self-awareness ("l am
a student™), when the child tries on the first social role, accompanied by a certain psychological alienation from the family.
It is during this period that the younger student creates an image of himself positive. The educator of extended day group
has a task: to form adequate self-esteem in children and to save and maintain an optimistic, realistic and active attitude
to their shortcomings. There is a change of children’s alternating positions: "I and society” and "l am in society”. Note
that in the Standard educational program developed under the guidance of O. Savchenko (2019), identified the following
content lines, which in our opinion, help the younger student in the organization of communication: "Man" (knowledge
of themselves, their capabilities; healthy and safe behavior); "Man among men" (standards of behavior in the family, in
society; moral norms; skills of coexistence and cooperation); "Man in society” (civil rights and responsibilities as a member
of society. Knowledge of their land, history, symbols of the state. The contribution of Ukrainians to world achievements);
"Man and the world" (tolerant attitude to the diversity of the world of people, cultures, customs) (Typical educational
program, 2019, p. 38).

A characteristic feature of this period is the increase in the authority of teachers, whose actions and deeds are copied,
imitated by children.

On the other hand, children's communication is "imposed"” and the intensity of children's communication is often
underestimated.

Thus, as our research shows, the adaptive period is characterized by the formation of the subjectivity of the younger
student, and the content of communication is determined by learning and play activities. It is sensitive to the following tasks:
teaching children to cooperate in a group; forming a culture of dialogue; adherence to a culture of criticism; assimilation of
etiquette norms and formation of skills to adhere to them.

In addition to the status "I am a schoolboy”, the status of "l am a friend" is one of the peculiarities of the pre-
adolescent period. It is a period when a child seeks to find his place in the world of adults, as a result of which some of
them have a crisis of self-esteem. Personal relationships between children become more differentiated and can arise not
only through joint educational activities, but also depending on moral and religious positions. Informal communication is
playing an increasingly important role in establishing relationships between children.

The pre-adolescent period is sensitive to the following tasks: raising the moral and reflexive level of children;
development of the group - the leader; children's awareness of interpersonal communication as a great value;
propaedeutics of business communication culture. Thus, in the process of organizing communication in different age
extended day group, the educator must pay attention to the features of the two types of communication, which reflect the
adaptation and adolescence.

The study of the process of forming a culture of communication was organized in the multi-age extended day group
in Yasinyanska Secondary School of the first grade Ne4, Yasinya village, Zakarpattia region, where 30 children of 2nd, 3rd
and 4th grades study together (educator Dyachuk 1.1.).

As our observations of extended day group students and educators 'surveys show, a characteristic feature of junior
school students’ communication is their close communication with adults, which takes place in the following areas: in the
learning process, at school (during the lessons and extended day group) and at home; informing adults about their affairs
and the affairs of the class; asking adults for information on specific issues (often called Chomuchki). In elementary school,
girls are more likely to initiate communication.

To determine the directions of formation of the culture of communication, we analyzed the levels of formation of the
culture of communication of extended day students for children of 2nd grade and 3-4th grade.

In the age group of the extended day Yasinyanska Secondary School of the 1st grade Ne4, v.Yasinya, Zakarpattia region,
there were 10 children of the 2nd grade. The initial (low) level is inherent in 2 pupils and the criteria reflect the following
characteristics: formed selfish attitudes, deformation of the moral development of the individual. Children communicate
only for self-affirmation, to humiliate others, or to satisfy lowly needs. The average level is typical for 4 children who behave
differently in different areas of communication. 3 pupils have a high level of communication and they are characterized by
a developed moral sphere, they have sufficient dialogic skills, but in communication often play a passive role, as they do
not have the criteria for its evaluation. A very high level of culture of communication is characteristic of 1 child, which is
characterized by a humanistic attitude in communication.

There are 20 children of 3-4 grades in the extended day group. The initial (low) level of formation of the culture of
communication is peculiar to 4 pupils. They have no interest in communication, they are passive, they do not have self-
control. 8 pupils have an average level. They begin to develop reflection as a way of self-knowledge and self-education. For
4 pupils - a high level of culture of communication. It is manifested in the successful attempts of children to take an active
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communicative position in the system of interpersonal communication. 4 pupils have a very high level of communication
culture, which is manifested in children with the emergence of the need for self-improvement in communication.

Organizing the development of a culture of communication in the age group of an extended day, it is necessary to pay
attention to the following points.

In the first days of the extended day group of different ages, when children enter the system of communicative
relations, the teacher must create conditions for their self-actualization, self-presentation. To this purpose, children are
given tasks: to compose short oral stories about themselves, the events of their lives, their interests. Pupils were asked to
bring their favorite toys and talk about them. Other children at this time listened carefully and asked clarifying questions.
Note that when asking questions, children had to avoid repetition, stereotypes. Many children have a reason to come and
get acquainted. It provided an equal opportunity to express himself, encouraged withdrawn, unsociable, shy children, and
calmed hyperactive, ill-behaved, or infantile children a little.

Finger toys (animals) were also used for this purpose.

It is necessary to explain to children the content of some rules of communication. In particular, the basic rules include:

1. Call comrades by name, do not use nicknames.

2. Do not ridicule the mistakes and shortcomings of friends, do not tease, do not quarrel, do not grimace, do not
gossip.

3. Allow conflict situations, discussions, which are aimed at discussing and correcting their own mistakes. It is important
to teach children to be able to sincerely apologize and forgive.

4. Forming a culture of criticism.

As our research has shown, children want to communicate with more active and with a sense of humor children.

In order to form a culture of communication in the extended day group work was organized in the following areas:

1. Development of the culture of verbal communication and, in particular, dialogical communication;

2. Development of a culture of nonverbal communication;

3. Fighting gossip.

4. Development of the ability to listen carefully.

One of the tasks is the formation and development of dialogic skills and, above all, the ability to ask questions.

Therefore, “Chomuchki clubs” should be introduced into the work of extended day group. To this purpose, we suggest
that children write their questions on slips of paper and drop them in the "mailbox”. Then you can get a personal response
from the educator or from specially created groups of children. It is important to organize a discussion of issues. This
form of educational work contributes to the activation of children’s cognitive activity (search for information for questions
and answers), but also allows each participant in the dialogue to understand the complexity and importance of accurate
questioning, formulation of answers.

We divided the questions into three groups: Questions for the sake of questions; clarifying questions supplement the
content of educational material; issues of a problematic nature.

Children often had difficulty asking problematic, creative questions. One of the obstacles to creating a culture of
behavior was the use of profanity by children.

Observation of extended day group pupils allowed to draw conclusions: 76% of the children in the group slander, 23%
of the studied children curse. According to 51% of surveyed students, their parents slander about them. However, only
12% of parents surveyed admitted that they could use obscene language. Unfortunately, 10% of students surveyed said
they had heard slander from teachers. 40% of teachers admitted that they slander students. The analysis of observations
and polls showed that most often it is not the act that is condemned, but the individual in general, who is ridiculed
and humiliated. Analysis of scientific works (Shirokoradiuk, 2001; Verbeschuk, 2016) shows that student profanity can be
classified into the following blocks: "body"”, "appearance”, "temperament”, "character”, "mind", "nationality”, "wildlife
"," social status "," crime ". When organizing the fight against gossip, we pay attention to the following points. Six-year-
olds use teasers, students in grades 2-3 often take painfully perceive words that devalue them as an arbitrary assistant
and executor of the teacher's requirements. Fourth graders are adolescents and are sensitive to words that belittle their
adulthood.

When organizing correctional and preventive work, it is worth paying attention to the following key points:

1. The use of profanity among students is a "living" phenomenon and it is impossible to prohibit it, so it is necessary to
form a moral and psychological position in children regarding its rejection and condemnation. Therefore, it is worth using
small thematic conversations.

2. It is necessary to get acquainted with the elements of the technique of "I-messages” and "You-messages”, which
help to verbalize negative emotions, avoiding gossip.

3. Using dramatization techniques to play situations.

4. The use of relaxation exercises and exercises that develop the ability to recognize other people's emotions, to
develop empathy.

In order to develop a culture of nonverbal communication, we offer children the following exercises:

1. Children stand in a circle and with the help of gestures and facial expressions should greet the next participant in the
game;

2. Congratulate the child on his birthday, using only gestures and facial expressions;

3. With the help of gestures and facial expressions ask to give way, a place at the desk;

4. Using gestures and facial expressions to parody the morning of the student.
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5. "Read" facial expressions and movements (According to Allan Pisa's book "Sign Language™).

In order to develop verbal and nonverbal communication, you should use a series of communicative games on the
following topics: "Say hello to an adult”, "Say hello to a student from your group who is studying in junior class”, "Say
hello to a student from your group who is studying in senior class”, " Say hello to a classmate”. To this end, we divide the
children of 3 (4) groups according to the classes and offer to greet in turn. The team that greeted last will win.

An important direction in the formation of a culture of communication is the development of children’'s "attentive
listening”. Children always have a lot of questions. They, listening to the explanations of the educator, constantly update
the information about the necessary actions. For example, "Where should | write?", "Where is my ruler?”, "What should
| draw?" etc.). And when children from different classes are in the group for an extended day, there can be chaos,
disorganization of the group, irritation of the teacher. And often reaction is a ban on questions. As our observations show
in such groups, children are forbidden to ask any questions. The result is silence on the teacher's question "Does anyone
have any questions?"” Therefore, it is advisable to use a system of special tasks that remove the "ban" on asking. For
example, during the organization of educational conversations there used techniques: "I do not believe”, "Prove”. The
essence of these techniques is that the designated children have the right to use these phrases during the explanation or
discussion.

We introduce children to the techniques of active listening and develop the ability to use them. Therefore, in the first
lessons we discuss the basic techniques of active listening. On the board we hang 2 reference diagrams, which the
children take turns discussing and commenting on.

The first reference scheme includes the following questions-tasks: remember, name and analyze your listening habits;
model the pose "l listen carefully”; explain the technique of "Be attentive”, how to focus attention.

The second reference scheme includes the following questions-tasks: the most common mistakes are: interruption
of the interlocutor; asking many questions. It is important to teach children to analyze different communication situations.
To this end, it is necessary to define with children the criteria for evaluating questions in terms of productivity or
unproductiveness of dialogue. Therefore, it is advisable to organize a system of educational activities, united by one theme
"Alphabet of communication culture™, which we implemented through educational activities in the form of correspondence
trips "In the land of magic words", role-playing games "Learning to speak correctly”, "Are you a polite Ukrainian” , "We
invite polite friends to the circle”, "Responsive boy", etc., discussion of problems: "Is it easy to be polite?”, "A person
begins with good?", a virtual journey "To the land of magic words".

CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS OF FURTHER RESEARCH

Thus, the effectiveness of pedagogical activities to form a culture of communication of primary school students
depends to a greater extent on the forms of organization of various activities of children. However, in shaping practice
it is also necessary to take into account the preconditions created by family upbringing, school life situations, which is
the child's experience of communication with adults and peers and, of course, the level and specifics of personal and
professional development of teachers.

As we have noted, the problem of forming a culture of communication of the student acts as a multifaceted, diverse
and covering all areas of the child's life. Therefore, educators should pay attention to the problems of lack of discipline
in primary school students, the development of independence and cognitive activity of children in extracurricular
activities, the problems of adaptation of students to new learning conditions, and others.

PHRASEOLOGIES AS A MEANS OF SPEECH DEVELOPMENT OF THIRD GRADE
STUDENTS IN UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE LESSONS OF THE MOUNTAIN SCHOOL
OF THE UKRAINIAN CARPATHIANS

Abstract. The article considers the problem of working with stable language expressions, with which children get
acquainted at the initial stage of language learning. Phraseologisms are represented in all spheres of human life, their children
hear from parents and acquaintances every day, and therefore they become clear and come into daily use. In mountainous
regions, where upbringing takes place in close connection with nature, with a somewhat limited range of communication
and the specifics of living conditions, the child perfectly learns from an early age the linguistic richness of his own speech
or speech, including stable expressions. However, when children get acquainted with textbooks, younger students often
have problems understanding and understanding the content of some phrases that are not used or rarely used in this area.
The primary school curriculum provides only a cursory introduction to stable expressions, which encourages some teachers
to work unsystematically on phraseology. The article presents the results of a survey of teachers in the Carpathian region
with different levels of work experience. The analysis of the survey allowed us to conclude that the work with phraseology in
primary school is fragmentary. An attempt to analyze the didactic content of existing textbooks on the Ukrainian language for
the third grade led to the conclusion that most exercises are reproductive in nature, although there are those that contain
creative elements of tasks. According to the author of the article, the textbook for the third grade of the new Ukrainian
school deserves approval (compiled by G. Sapun). The article gives examples of methods of working with Hutsul phraseology
in Ukrainian language lessons in the third grade. The given didactic material can be used both in the process of studying
phraseology in the system of preparation of students of higher educational institutions, and for development of cognitive
activity of pupils of elementary school at lessons of the Ukrainian language, literary reading

SOCIO-CULTURAL SPACE OF THE MOUNTAIN SCHOOL
AS A HISTORICAL, ETHNO-SOCIAL, EDUCATIONAL AND CULTURAL
PHENOMENON AND SUBJECT OF SCIENTIFIC STUDIES

Abstract. The article, based on a holistic retrospective analysis of scientific literature, the experience of secondary
schools in the mountainous region of the Ukrainian Carpathians, to reveal the features of the socio-cultural space of the
mountain school as a historical, ethnosocial phenomenon and subject of scientific studies.

It is pointed out that the issue of formation, development and design of spaces is one of those that are most actively
developed in the modern psychological and pedagogical literature. Within its framework, the theme of the evolution of
regional socio-cultural spaces is clearly distinguished and acquires an independent status. The author emphasizes that in
philosophical, culturological, sociological research, both fundamental and applied, the term "socio-cultural space” is used
as a source category that does not require additional theoretical argumentation, as a collective image that contains all the
diversity of the existing reality.

Attention is emphasized that through the theoretical analysis of the source base and methodological construct of the
sociocultural space of the mountain school the essence of the concept of "sociocultural space” as a subject of historical,
ethnosocial, educational and culturological studies is substantiated.
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The use of such research methods as: search and bibliographic - in order to study library catalogs, bibliographic
publications; content analysis - to clarify the state of development of the problem, the formulation of the terminology of
basic concepts and conceptualization of the main provisions; analysis of the content of pedagogical activity of educational
institutions, generalization of own experience of cooperation with teachers and students of mountain schools.

It is generalized that the spatial development and analysis of the life of people living in a certain socio-cultural space are
among a number of the most pressing issues for modern society. Pedagogical science uses a large number of approaches
and methods of spatial analysis, which allow studying socio-pedagogical problems and to some extent contribute to their
effective solution.

7. Summary and keywords (italics) in the language of the article with the following mandatory elements: relevance
of the problem, purpose, methods and results of the study (200 to 300 words and 5-10 keywords).

8. Title of the article in Ukrainian or English (different from the language of the article), center alignment, bold text,
all capital letters.

9. Author's summary in Ukrainian or English (different from the language of the article): (actuality, purpose,
methods, results of research and conclusions) within 300 words (not less than 1800 symbols) and keywords.

10. The text of the article containing the following necessary elements:

1. INTRODUCTION Formulation of the problem.

Analysis of recent research and publications.

2. AIM AND TASKS OF THE RESEARCH

Determined on the basis of unresolved or problematic aspects of the topic raised. The tasks should be aimed
at generalizing data, formulating a concept, a specific model, methodology, developing and highlighting methods,
research conditions, and more.

3. RESEARCH METHODS

Research methods provide a description of their main content, characteristics and indicators that they capture,
and units of measurement.

4. RESEARCH RESULTS

A summary of the main research material with a full justification of the scientific results should contain a concise
summary of the data obtained by the author with the identification of directions, trends, approaches to solving the
problem. The description of the empirical results should include specific data that confirm the statistical reliability
of the results obtained, in the form of tables, graphs, and diagrams with further interpretation. Theoretical analysis
should not be limited to references to authors who have studied the problem raised. In the article, it is advisable to
provide references to foreign language sources.

5. CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS OF FURTHER RESEARCH

The conclusions of the study, which briefly highlight the nature of the results obtained in accordance with the tasks
set in the work.
